So you fancy yourself as a manager? You are not alone in having that ambition. What
does it mean to be a manager? The first thought that comes to mind is that a manager gives or-
ders and tells other people what to do. That is partly true. But it is not quite as simple as that.

In fact management demands much knowledge of economics and business. The role of
the manager today is much different from what it was one hundred years, fifty years or even
twenty-five years ago. At the turn of the century, for example, the business manager’s objective
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was to keep his company running and to make a profit. The modern manager must now consider
the environment in which the organization operates, that is, the manager must have a good un-
derstanding of management principles, must appreciate the current issues of the total economic,
political, social, and ecological system in which we live, and must possess the ability to analyze
complex problems.

General functions of any managerial system at any managerial level are planning, orga-
nizing, directing and controlling. Managers are those people who are responsible for making
and carrying out decisions within the system, they directly supervise people in an organization.
A manager sets objectives and decides what has to be done to achieve these objectives. He
makes the objectives effective by communicating them to the people who are responsible for
various jobs. Managers are expected to get results of one sort or another, in one way or another,
but they get their results through people.

Some basic characteristics seem to apply to managers in all types of organizations; they
include hard work on a variety of activities, preference for active tasks, direct personal relation-
ships. The top manager manages other managers, chooses and trains them, plans their operations,
and checks the results. Managing is a hard work, for there is a lot to be done and little time to do
it.

Although the tasks of a manager can be analyzed and classified in this fashion,
management is not entirely scientific. It is a human skill. Business professors obviously believe
that intuition and 'instinct' are not enough; there are management skills that have to be learnt.
P.Drucker, for example, wrote over 20 years ago that “Altogether this entire book is based on the
proposition that ‘the days of the "intuitive" manager are numbered,” meaning that they were
coming to an end. But some people are clearly good at management, and others are not. Some
people will be unable to put management techniques into practice. Others will have lots of
technique, but few good ideas. Beyond superior technical and managerial skills a manager must
possess a combination of desirable personal qualities. These include adaptability, independence,
leadership — even charisma. That is why outstanding managers are rather rare.

A number of different terms are used for “manager” including “director”, “administra-
tor” and “president”. The term “manager” is used more frequently in profit-making organiza-
tions, while others are used widely in government and non-profit organizations such as universi-
ties, hospitals, and social work agencies.

As a rule a private company has only one director. A public company must have at least
two directors. A corporation is headed by board of directors elected by shareholders. The di-
rectors appoint one of them to the position of managing director who is responsible for day-to-
day running of the company. Some companies also have assistant general managers. Many di-
rectors have also deputies. Big companies have many managers who head departments. They are
responsible to the managing director. There can be following department managers: chief man-
ager, sales manager, marketing manager, etc. Career opportunities in management are gener-
ally found in three areas: managing people, marketing management and financial management.

It is common knowledge that money rules the world. Why does it and why do people
need money — these are questions everyone would like to answer.

What is money? Money is anything that is generally accepted by people for the things
they sell or the work they do. Money is the medium through which people exchange goods and
services. Money makes the trading process simpler and more efficient.
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Almost every society now has a money economy based on coins and paper notes of one
kind or another. However, this has not always been true. In primitive societies a system of
barter was used. In barter economy there is no medium of exchange. Goods are traded directly
or swapped for other goods. Trading is very expensive in barter economy. People must spend a
lot of time and effort to find others with whom they can make mutually satisfactory swaps. If
you wanted, for instance, a car, you would have to find a car owner willing to sell a car. Suppose
the car owner wanted a scooter in exchange for the car and you didn’t have the scooter. You
would then have to find something that a scooter owner wanted and swap it for the scooter in
order to give it to the car owner, a barter economy is wasteful.

People needed a more practical system of exchange. Before paper and coins were
introduces as permanent forms of paying, people used a variety of other objects to serve as
money for selling goods. Examples of early forms of money are the following: rice, dog teeth,
grains, shells, salt, tobacco. However, today money consists mainly of paper bills, coins made of
various metals, and checking account deposits.

Functions of money. Money, in general, performs three functions. The first, and the
most important is a medium of exchange. A medium of exchange, or a transactions medium, is
anything generally acceptable as a means of payment in the exchange of goods and services, in
repaying debts. Bank deposits are also a medium of exchange because they are generally
accepted as payment.

The second function of money is to serve as a unit of account. The unit of account is the
unit in which people state the price of goods and services in terms of money. Historically
societies choose a single item to serve as a unit of account, say, a kilogram of wheat. In this way,
each good could be priced at so many kilograms of wheat per unit. In modern times, paper
money is the unit of account. For example, the dollar is the unit of account in the United States.
Knowing that a pound of apples costs one dollar and a pound of peaches costs two dollars
enables us to compare their value. Thus, money becomes a standard of value. Normally, the
same item serves as the unit of account and the medium of exchange: the dollar in the United
States, the pound sterling in Great Britain, the euro in many European countries, the yen in
Japan, the rouble in Russia and Belarus. The money in use in a country is called currency.

The third function of money is a store of value. Money is a store of value because it can
be used to make purchases in the future, it is a reservoir of future purchasing power. Money is
both a temporary and a permanent store of purchasing power. For example, an individual earns
$700 a week but plans to spend $560 on goods and services and save $140 every week. Usually
this individual will not spend the entire $560 on a day. Instead, he may spend $90 on a day and
hold $470 in the form of money to be spent over the course of the week. This $470 held in
money is a temporary store of purchasing power.

Money can also serve as a permanent store of purchasing power. People hold money to
carry out their future transactions. The wealth of individuals is their accumulated savings.
Money is one form in which people may keep their wealth. Gold, jewels, real estate, paintings,
stock and bonds are other forms. Of course, when wealth is held in money, in the future it will
not need to be exchanged to buy goods and services. The ability of money to serve as a store of
value depends on its capacity to retain its purchasing power.

These three functions of money — medium of exchange, unit of account and store of value
— can only be fulfilled if there is great confidence in its stability of value. Safeguarding
monetary stability is the primary task of the central banks all over the world. Moreover, the
central bank has the function of regulating the money supply in order to guarantee a smooth
functioning of the monetary system.

Money is a heart of business. Money is needed to pay wages, to get materials for
manufacturing goods, etc. Money is the lubricant which allows the various elements in the
economic system to interact effectively.

The quantity of money in an economy is central to determine the state of that economy.
It affects the level of prices, the rate of economic growth and the level of unemployment.

Types of money. The most important types of money are commodity money and fiat
money. The value of commodity money is about equal to the material contained in it. The
principal materials used for this type of money have been gold, silver, and copper. Golden coins
are the examples of commodity money, because their gold content is a commodity. Commaodity
money is valuable apart from what it will buy. Gold, for example, is used in jewelry or dentistry,
even when it is not used for money.

But some money is useless except when treated as money. Certain pieces of paper of
which you would probably like (e.g. 100 dollars bills) are example of fiat money. Fiat money is
paper money the value of which is fixed by government. Most minor coins in circulation are
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also a form of fiat money, because the value of the material of which they are made is usually
less than their value as money. Fiat money does not have intrinsic value. It has value because
people are willing to accept it. In this case people are required by law to accept the money as
its face value. Fiat money in the form of banknotes is referred to as legal tender. Use of fiat
money is ultimately based on faith — faith in its purchasing power, in its general acceptability,
and in the stability of the government that issues it.

Banknotes are usually made from a special high-quality paper, with watermarks, metallic
strips, and other features against forgery. Highly sophisticated printing techniques are used, and
banknotes designs have elements that are hard to copy.

A coin is a piece of metal which bears lettering, design or numbers showing its value.
Until the 18" and 19™ centuries coins were given monetary worth based on the exact amount of
metal contained in them, but most modern coins are based on face value, the value that
government chooses to give them, irrespective of the actual metal content. Coins have been
made of gold, silver, copper, aluminium, nickel, plastic and in China even from pressed leaves.
Gold proves to be the most popular. Since civilization began gold has been regarded as a symbol
of power and wealth. Mankind never seems to have enough gold and the search for it has driven
men mad. The need to search for gold has been compared to a disease, and is called “gold fever”.

Any object can serve as money if it is stable, portable, durable and divisible which are the
main characteristic features of money. Money should be stable that means to come in pieces of
standard value so that it does not have to be weighed and measured every time it is used. It
should be portable that means easy to carry so that people can carry enough money to buy what
they need. It should be durable so that not to spoil and not to die. If it wears out it can be
replaced with new coins and paper money. Finally, it should be divisible that means divided into
units so that people can make small purchases and receive change. Modern currency is easy
divisible into smaller part with a fixed value for each unit.

In addition to the notes and coins in circulation in the modern world, “cashless” means of
payment were introduced. These include cheques, banker’s cards, and credit cards which have
become more and more popular in recent years. The progress made in computer technology has
led to new forms of cashless payments and it is possible to imagine a world where “money” in
the form of coins and paper currency will no longer be used.

International trade is the exchange of goods and services between different countries.
Depending on what a country produces and needs, it can export (sell goods to another country)
and import (buy goods from another country). Since these are tangible goods that visibly leave
and enter countries, they are sometimes called as visible exports and imports.

Exporting and importing of goods are the major sources of international revenue and
expenditure for most countries.

Service exports and imports refer to international earnings other than those from goods
sent to another country. Services are also referred to as invisibles. International business
comprises many different types of services. Earnings from transportation and from foreign travel
can be an important source of revenue for international airlines, shipping companies,
reservations agencies, and hotels. In a national level, such countries as Greece and Norway
depend heavily on revenue collected from carrying foreign cargo on their ships. The Bahamas
earns much more from foreign tourism than it earns from exporting goods.

Over a period of time the total value of exports should balance with the total value of
imports. When exports exceed imports we say that the country has a favourable balance of
payments. When imports exceed exports the balance of payments is said to be unfavourable.

Governments can control international trade. The most common measures are tariffs and
quotas. These measures are protectionist as they raise the price of imported goods to “protect”
domestically produced goods. International organizations such as the WTO (World Trade
Organization) and EFTA (European Free Trade Association) regulate tariffs and reduce trade
restrictions between member countries.

Economists have developed a theory for international trade which in its simple form
suggests that each country should concentrate on the type of industry, product or service which it
is geographically or otherwise best suited to engage in. If there were no tariffs, customs
boundaries, import and export embargoes, trade would then flow freely throughout the world,
with each country concentrating on the type of product it could most efficiently manufacture. To
some extent this happens at the present time. In the case of primary products — agriculture,
mining, oil extracting — countries have no option but to follow this simple rule. In the case of
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manufactured goods, through long tradition, usually based on historical factors, certain
countries have become famous for particular products.

Companies can choose from various methods to establish their products in a foreign
market. One option is to start by working with local experts such as sole agents or multi-
distributors, who have a special knowledge of the market and sell on behalf of the company.
This often leads to the company opening a local branch or sales office. Another option is to sell,
or give permission to use patents and licences for their products. Companies may wish to start by
manufacturing in the export market, in which case they can either set up a local subsidiary or a
joint venture with a local partner.

The would be exporter is faced with a number of problems. First there is the need to find
a customer for his goods. The actual operation of selling is made more difficult because of
language barriers and cultural differences. There are also additional transport problems because
of the greater distances involved and often unfamiliar territories. When the manufacturer turns
from selling at home to selling overseas, his problems are magnified. This is particularly true in
terms of finance.

The first financial problem facing the exporter is the time taken to deliver his goods.
There could be a long delay while his merchandise is in transit between London and, say
Karachi. He has incurred the cost of production, but when is he going to be paid? The second
problem is even more serious. How sure can he be that he is going to be paid at all? And even
when he receives payment his troubles may not be over. If he is paid for his goods in a currency
other than sterling, he has to convert that currency into sterling, and what if the other currency
has fallen in value since the contract was made? These are perennial problems for the exporter.

Fortunately for the exporters help is available from the banks. The most straightforward
method of financing the operations is to borrow the necessary funds from his bank. This way he
can ship his goods abroad and draw on his bank for the funds needed to carry on production
while he is awaiting the proceeds. But of course the borrowings from the bank will lower his
profit margins.
