*What is the usual way of addressing a policeman?

*What is the right way of addressing the headmaster and the headmistress of a school?

*How do you call a University professor: Professor with his/her name or Professor
without his/her name? )

*Whom do you address first: the one presiding over the meeting (Mr Chairman / Madam
Chairman) or those who are present (Ladies and Gentlemen)?

Remember that:



a) in Britain Lady is a title used in front of the names of some female members of the
nobility, or the wives of knights;

b) lady is used as a courteous designation for a female fellow member of the House of
Commons of the British parliament;

c) in the USA lady is used as an informal, often brusque, form of address to a woman;

d) you can say ladies when you are addressing a group of women in a formal and
respectful way;

e) Mr is sometimes used in front of words such as President and Chairman to address the
man who holds the position mentioned,

f) there is the difference between BrE and AmE (the written form).

I1. Do you know how to greet a very close friend? Is there any difference between
greeting a friend and a formal acquaintance?

1. The book “Etiquette”, which was published in New York, describes correct modes
ofxgreeting and parting. In pairs, read an extract from it.

The correct formal greeting is “How do you do?”, sometimes abbreviated in friendly
fashion to “How d’you do” or even to “D’you do”. Whether Mrs. Younger is presented to Mrs.
Worldly or whether an ambassador is presented to her, all say the same, or merely bow.

Acknowledging Introductions. Following their introduction, one gentleman says to
another, “I’m very glad to meet you”, or “Delighted to meet you”.

Friends greet each other with “Good morning” or “Good evening” or “How are you?”
But “Good afternoon” is a business rather than a social greeting. “Hello” and “Hi” are today
widely accepted among friends.

Very often in place of the well-worn “How do you do?” or “Hello!”, perhaps more often
than not, people skip the words of greeting on informal occasions and say, “I’'m so glad to see
you!” or “I haven’t seen you for ages”, or “What have you been doing lately?”” The weather, too,
fills in with equal faithfulness, “Isn’t it a fine day!” or “Horrid weather, isn’t it?”

As a matter of fact, “All right, thank you” is always the correct and conventional answer
to “How are you?” Unless there is reason to believe that the person asking really wants to know
the state of one’s health.

Greetings in Public. A gentleman bows to a lady first; but today few people observe this
formality.

Unless one has a good memory for people, it is always better to bow to someone whose
face is familiar than to run the greater risk of ignoring an acquaintance.

But the habit that causes most unintended rudeness is absent-mindedness. Absorbed in
their own thoughts, the unmindful do not hear the voice or see the motions made by someone
trying to speak to them.

Taking Leave. Whether you are a man or a woman bidding good-bye to a new
acquaintance, either a man or woman, you shake hands and say, “Good-bye. | am very glad (or
so glad) to have met you”. To one who has been especially interesting or who is somewhat of a
personage, you say, “It’s been a great pleasure to meet you”. The other replies, “Thank you”, or
“Thank you very much”, or “I’ve enjoyed meeting you”, or “I’m so glad to have met you”.



When leaving a party early, you also look for your hostess and say goodbye. But you try
not to attract more attention than necessary to your going, because this might suggest leaving to
others and so start the premature breaking up of the party.

I11. Do you know how to introduce people? What words do you usually use?

1. Here is another extract from the book “Etiquette” which helps understand how to
introduce people to each other in formal and informal situations. What proves that the text is
written by the American author?

General Introductions. The typical introduction, suitable not only on informal occasions
but whenever two individuals are introduced, is the mere pronouncing of two names:

“Mrs. Worldly, Mrs. Norman”.

The more important name is said with a slightly rising inflection; the secondary as a mere
statement of fact.

A man is also introduced, “Mrs. Worldly — Mr. Norman”. If you find yourself saying
Mr. Norman’s name first, it is quite simple to make it polite by adding, “May I introduce you to
Mrs. Worldly?” Or, with greater friendliness, “Mr. Norman, I should like to introduce you to
Mrs. Worldly”.

Formally, a man introduces another man to his wife. “Mr. Brown, may I present you to
my wife?” or if this seems to you to imply that you are asking Mr. Brown’s permission to present
him to your wife, you can say, “Mr. Brown, I should like to introduce you to my wife”.

A lady introduces her husband to acquaintances as “My husband”. The two names of
safety are “My husband” and “My wife”, since they are proper no matter to whom you are
talking. In business “Mr. Brown” and “Mrs. Brown” are quite correct.

There are other forms of introductions, such as:

“Mrs. Parker, do you know Mrs. Norman?” or “Mrs. Parker, you know Mrs. Robinson,
don’t you?” or one may say, “Mrs. Robinson, have you met Mrs. Parker?”

In introducing a gentleman to a lady, you may ask Mr. Smith if he has met Mrs. Parker,
but you must not ask Mrs. Parker if she has met Mr. Smith!

The younger person is introduced to the older, but a gentleman is always presented to a
lady even though he is a gentleman of distinction and the lady be no more than eighteen.

No woman is ever presented to a man, except to the President or to the Prime Minister.

The correct introduction of either a man or woman is:

To the President. “Mr. President, I have the honor to present Mrs. Williams”.

Mrs. Williams bows. If the President offers his hand, Mrs. Williams gives him hers. She
does not offer hers should he fail to make this gesture of courtesy — which is of course most
unlikely.

To Distinguished Persons. A foreign ambassador is presented “Your Excellency, may I
present you to Mrs. Williams?” or “Mrs. Williams, may I present His Excellency, the British
Ambassador?”

A doctor, a judge, a bishop are addressed and introduced by their titles.

A Senator is always introduced as “Senator Davis”, whether he is still in office or not.

Woman to Man at Dinner. When a woman finds herself next to an unknown man at a
dinner party, she more likely than not merely talks to him without telling him her name. But if he
introduces himself to her as “John Blank”, she says, “I’m Mrs. Smith”.

It is of course an unbreakable rule that all people who find themselves seated together at
table accept the obligation of talking. To sit side by side without speaking is one of the greatest
discourtesies.

At a dinner with place-cards, one may show one’s card and say, “My name, what’s
yours?” while looking toward the stranger’s card.



What to Say when Introduced. Under all possible circumstances the reply to an
introduction is “How do you do?” It may be said gladly, casually, coolly, or unthinkingly, as the
case may be, and it may be varied in pronunciation or emphasis. “How do you do?”” “How d’you
do?” “How d’you do-00?”

At all events, when Mr. Bachelor says, “Mrs. Worldly, may I present Mr. Struthers?”
Mrs. Worldly says, “How do you do?” Struthers bows, and says nothing.

People who know better do not say, “Charmed” or “Pleased to meet you”. When it is
actually true, you can say, “I am very glad to meet you”. On an occasion when you meet
someone whom you have heard much about and have long wanted to meet, you may of course
say, “Oh, I am so glad to meet you” — or possibly — “to meet you at last”: and then go on to
say, “John Brown speaks of you all the time”, or whatever may be the reason for wanting to meet
this person.

Shaking Hands. Gentlemen always shake hands when they are introduced to each other
even if they have to cross a room to do so. Ladies rarely shake hands when introduced.

When a gentleman is introduced to a lady, she generally smiles, bows slightly, and says,
“How do you do!” Strictly speaking, it is her place to offer her hand or not, as she chooses; but if
he should extend his hand, she as a matter of course gives him hers.

When you want someone to repeat what they have just said.

When you are saying or doing something that might seem
rude, silly, or offensive, and you want it to seem more polite.

Apologise ( apologize — AmE )

I must apologise to you for being late.

A formal way of saying sorry. It is used only in formal
situations.

Apologies are often not replied to at all. But if a reply is given, these are the possible forms: It’s quite

all right (more formal).

Oh! That’s all right (most common).
That’s OK (more casual).

Not at all.

Never mind!

No harm done.

Excuse my troubling you.

Family life

The first thing you will probably want to know is where | was born and what my
childhood was like, and how my parents were occupied and all before they had me and my junior
twin-brothers and all that kind of a story ... But I don’t feel like going into it. I just find it sort of
boring.

What really interests me is the notion of a “generation gap”, a question a-la mode

1 nowadays. You will hardly find a boy or a girl satisfied with their parents. Neither will
you find a grown-up, a parent not grumbling over “younger generation” or their children. It
seems that there’s complete misunderstanding in the families where parents don’t understand
their children and where children don’t understand their parents ...

Then, maybe, our family is an ideal one? Oh, no! We are not the museum relics that are
to be stared at and be pointed to ... Not in the least! | suppose that being good friends should
become a norm for every family.

We are a large family. As you have already understood, | am not an only child. | have
two brothers who are identical twins and even our parents are not sometimes sure who Peter is
and who Martin is. You know we have practically no problems with understanding each other in
our family. We see our parents as our friends and so do they. They are easy to get on with and
we would always come to them first if we had any serious problem to be solved. Surely, we are
not a family of ever-satisfied idiots. We do have some arguments, there are "even long debates
sometimes and from time to time we cannot come to agreement. But it is only natural, isn’t it? It
would be rather odd if everybody in the family always agreed with each other, shared all
interests, were satisfied with everything and never quarrelled. That would be sort of dull, |
believe.

We share some interests with our parents and have practically the same tastes in books.
But it takes our parents quite a while to get used to new pop music we listen to and to some ultra-
modern clothes my brothers sometimes put on. But they never forbid us to have our own way,
they give us freedom. It doesn’t mean that we can do every stupid thing and they only leave it
unnoticed. But, on the other hand, we can take some decisions on our own. Surely, before taking
the final decision we should consult our parents. And, I admit, this suits everybody in the family.
In case they disagree with anything we want or decide they try to explain us why this or that is
impossible. And, to tell you the truth, we always have to agree that they are right. They never
forbade us to have a pet, for example, but when we were too small to take care of it, they gave us
to understand that they had no time to do it and we decided to take it when we grew up a bit.
Some time later we took a dog that is now a member of the family. It was our decision, and the



parents didn’t prevent us from taking a pet. But they insisted that if we took it, then we were to
walk it, to feed it, to take care of Bruce (that’s our dog’s name).

Maybe the “generation gap” exists in one-child families, since at first parents pay too
much attention to every wish of an only child, giving the baby everything he wants, thus spoiling
the baby. And when “the product” of their “stupid” love — the grown-up child — is no more “a
little sweetie”, the parents come to understand that he has become “an awful egoistic monster
who never cares about anybody but him — or herself.”

Such a situation is not too frequent in families with two or more children, | believe. That
iIs due to the fact that parents should share their love with all children, and every child in such a
family understands that he or she is not the hub of the universe. They are used to taking care of
each other since their childhood and they learn to live in a “community” where every member is
equal and so, to my mind, the atmosphere in such families is much healthier.

Of course, it would be wrong to suggest that all families with one child will necessarily
end in the parents’ disappointment in their offspring, but if this is the case it’s likely to happen in
a one-child family rather than in a large one. The point is arguable, I know, and I don’t pretend
to be an authority on the subject. Anyway, that is how | feel about it.

There are four basic types of housing: detached houses, semi-detached houses, terraced houses
and blocks of flats.

It must be understood that a detached house can take on any form or style. It does not matter if
the house is a bungalow, a cottage or a mansion. As long as it is not joined to another house, it is
a detached house. One advantage of a detached house is the fact that the free space surrounding
the building belongs to the family. You can do whatever you would like to be done in your
house. The disadvantage is that all repairs in the house should be made by the owner.



A semi-detached house is a pair of houses that share one common wall. The two houses are
built to mirror each other. Interestingly enough, this type of housing is called a duplex in other
parts of the world. Now the semi-detached house is still the most popular type of housing. One
advantage of living in a semi-detached house is that there is still some privacy even if one wall is
shared by the two houses. A disadvantage is that you are responsible for the upkeep of your side
of the house. Another disadvantage is that you cannot just plan repairs or renovations as you
have to consider your twin house.

Terraced housing is also known as townhouses. The origin of this type of dwelling was in the
17" century in Europe. A row of identical looking houses share side walls. In the past, terrace
housing used to be only associated with the working class for this type of housing was cheap,
small and had very little privacy. As time went by, terrace housing became known as townhouses
which were more associated with the rich. One of the major advantages of terrace housing is that
it is relatively cheaper than a semi-detached built in the same location. One great disadvantage is
that there is typically no yard or garden that comes with a unit. As two walls are shared, there is
less privacy too.

A flat or an apartment is a part of a larger building. Such building is called an apartment
building or a block of flats. A flat can be a studio unit, a one-bedroom, two-bedroom or three-
bedroom unit. It’s the cheapest type of dwelling in a town. Besides among advantages of living
in a block of flats it takes less time to tidy up a flat than a house. But a flat has its disadvantages:
your neighbors can make a lot of noise, when they, for example, hammer or drill the wall, or
when they organize a party. Sometimes you can depend on your neighbors: your neighbors' tap is
dripping and they need it to be repaired, so they block the water supply not only in their own flat
but also in yours and you have to wait for hours till you can do the washing-up or take a shower.
It isn’t convenient, but in spite of it the largest part of population in our country lives in blocks of
flats.

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City vs. Town

You definitely know both of these words, which we translate in Russian as “ropoa”. But what is
the difference between them? Some dictionaries translate “city” as “a big, more or less signifi-
cant settlement”, but how to define this “more or less”?

Isn’t it easier to ask a native speaker? And here you are, telling your foreign friend about the
place you were born at: “Yeah, we have the beauty in Urjupinsk, that’s my home town ... or
home city?” “How am I supposed to know?”” — he answers you quite seriously. — “Is there a ca-
thedral?” A cathedral?! Actually, atheism has been our state religion for last 70 years. What does
this have to do with the question?

It turns out directly one. There is a church —it’s called “a city”, there is no church — “a town”.

Of course, at present this criterion is somewhat outdated, and a small settlement with a popula-
tion of several hundred thousand people would be called «a towny. At the same time, if there is
at least some more or less significant production in it, then it will be called “a city”.

In America, town is somewhere between the city and the village. The latter is translated into our
language as “nepeBHs’: to be so called in the USA, a settlement must have less than 1000 inhab-
itants (or occupy no more than 13 km2 of area), most of which are engaged in agriculture. In the
town there are from 1,000 to 30,000 inhabitants, while there are practically no multi-storey hous-
es — mostly single-storey ones. However, this distinction is very conditional, since the status of a
city is often determined by state laws with regard to financial considerations, since, from a legal
point of view, the town and city differ in the type of city management: city is a legally defined
entity with all the powers that follow.

What should we do? Both in our cities and in towns there may be multi-storey buildings, there-
fore it is worth focusing on the population size and the development of the settlement. And if we
are talking about a regional center — we should use the word “city”, and if you need to emphasize
the compactness — “town”.

There are also a number of phrases in which the words town and city are not interchangeable.

Of course, we all have smartphones with Internet access, and we can easily find our way in an
unfamiliar city using Google maps. However, imagine that charging on the phone is over, and



you get lost. What will you do? The introvert’s bad dream becomes a reality: you have to ask the
stranger for directions. How to do this effectively?

The structure of European, American and Russian cities is not much different. There is always a
downtown (or a center) in the city and its outskirts (where it is better not to go, unless, of course,
you are not a risky guy). The city is divided into districts or neighbourhoods (this word is mostly
used in Am. E.; in Br. E. it means «okpyra»; also in New York there are boroughs), some of
which are notorious, and some — are famous in the whole world as a symbol of luxury and suc-
cess.

There are streets in all the cities. A street is a road combined with a sidewalk for pedestrians or a
cycle path. The central street of the city with shops and developed infrastructure is usually called
main street (rmaBuas ynuna). This is accepted in almost all cities of the world, so if you do not
know the exact name of the main street or simply cannot pronounce it correctly, ask a passer-by
about main street and he will understand where you want to go.

For the average Russian tourist who knows only basic English it won’t be particularly important,
a boulevard is in front of him or an avenue. When asking for directions, he will usually use the
word “street”. But what is the difference?

Avenue is a wide road, usually with several lanes for driving cars. It is interesting that in order
for an ordinary street to turn into an avenue, it must have green plantings on its sides (trees or
bushes). Therefore, sometimes an alley in the park or driveway to the house is also called ave-
nue. True, in New York this word has a special meaning. So, in the Manhattan area, all the
streets that go from the southwest to the northeast are called avenues, while the thruways per-
pendicular to them are streets. Each of them has its own serial number. The word “boulevard”
came to English from French. Unlike avenue, boulevard means a more busy street with heavy
traffic, the traffic lanes of which are separated by green areas. Sometimes a busy city street, re-
gardless of whether it is a street, a boulevard or an avenue, is called a single word “thorough-
fare”. It can be translated as “the main artery of the city”.

Another kinds of thruway are alley and lane. An alley is a narrow and small lane between houses
or rows of houses. In addition, this word can call the paths in the city park, which in turn can be
numbered or even have names mapped for easy orientation. In a city, a lane usually means the
passage connecting two parallel streets. As we know from criminal films about New York, vari-
ous unpleasant events take place in these lanes: thefts, assaults and other crimes. By the way, the
word lane is also used to name road lanes, separated by markup. So, on the same road there are
usually several lanes. We can also use words “side street”, “alleyway” and “backstreet” to name
this passage. But they have their own specifics. For example, the last word is used to denote a
very specific place for Britain: a narrow passage between the backyards of terraced houses. In

Russian, it can be translated by the word “3agBopku”.

And what about our word “mpocmniekt”? Never translate it with the word “prospekt”! Most often
it is translated by the word avenue (whether there are trees on it or not) or the “broad street”.

In addition to various kinds of roads with sidewalks, on which a pedestrian can walk, there are
various public spaces in the city: squares, parks, gardens and public gardens, walking areas and
just recreation areas. Have you ever wondered what the public garden is different from the park?
I have. But let’s talk about it in the next text.

Both of them are the favorite places of rest for the citizens who are tired of the endless streams of
cars, street noise and fuss. But if you look at the dictionary, you can read the following: a park is
“a green open area for recreation”, and a public garden is a “green landscaped territory inside an
industrial or residential building”.

Square, like a park, is an object of city landscaping. It is a plot whose size in most cases does not
exceed two hectares.

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Washmgton is comprlsed of four quadrants Northeast Northwest, Southeast and
Southwest with the U. S. Capitol at the center. North Capitol Street, South Capitol Street, East
Capitol Street and the National Mall radiate like spokes from a wheel, dividing the streets as you
move away from the Capitol. Before setting out, be sure that your destination bears a quadrant
designation, for a given address may be found in any of those quadrants.

Numbered streets run north and south, parallel to North and South Capitol streets, with
the numbers increasing sequentially the farther east or west you go from the Capitol. Lettered
streets run east and west, paralleling East Capitol Street and the Mall. The farther north or south
they are from the Capitol, the closer to the end of the alphabet (there are no J, X, Y or Z streets).
After the alphabet has been exhausted, the east-west series continues with two-syllable names
(Adams, Belmont, Calvert), then three syllable names (Allison, Buchanan, Chesapeake), and so
on. Diagonal avenues with state names (Massachusetts, Pennsylvania, Wisconsin) intersect other
streets at circles.

Age

"How old are you?" It's a simple question, and there is usually a simple answer: "sixteen
years old,” "twenty years old," "fifty-five," etc. But if someone is described as young or middle-
aged or old, then how old is that person? It's difficult to know because these are words that have
different meanings for different people. Except for the word teenager, which describes someone
whose age ends in the syllable "teen" (such as fourteen, fifteen or sixteen), words which describe
age are not exact. When, for example, does a baby stop being called a baby and become a young
child? When does a boy become a young man and a little girl become a young woman? At what
age does middle age begin? When do you call someone elderly and not simply old? At what age
does someone become an adult? In some countries, it is when the government says a person is
old enough to vote. Is that really the difference between a child and an adult? The answers to
these questions partly depend on how old you are. There is a saying that old age is always ten
years older than yourself. If you are fifteen, then you think someone of twenty-five is old. At
thirty, forty seems old. If you are seventy, then you probably think someone of eighty is old. A
recent survey showed that there was some truth in the old saying. People were asked. "What is
middle age?" Those in their early twenties usually answered, "Between thirty-five and fifty," and
people in their thirties answered, "Between forty-five and sixty."

Right. But no, say Britain's prettiest women (as cars mount kerbs and men collide with
lampposts behind them) - it's truly tough to be beautiful...

'No one ever talks about the pressures of prettiness. No one ever believes that there can
be a down side to being good looking. The other day I was talking to a friend of mine - a clever,
independent woman with a successful career - who had just had a baby girl and she said, "I just
want one thing for her - that she should be pretty. If you're pretty, you'll get on in life; you're
halfway there.” I didn't say anything at the time but I left wondering if she had any idea what she
was wishing on her daughter,' says Mandy.

Like the fairies gathered at the christening of Princess Aurora in Sleeping Beauty,
generation after generation of women still seem to believe that the most precious gift in life for a
girl is good looks. But is it? Does prettiness bring with it the rewards you imagine as a child -
success, happiness and a handsome prince? Or is it, rather than a gift, a poisoned chalice?

Glancing round Parliament or the upper echelons of British business, it would certainly
seem that pretty women rarely make it to the top. Looks might help you get into a certain kind of
profession, but they will not help you to get on professionally.

Lis Howell, director of programmes for UK Living, believes that the single greatest
British prejudice is against obviously good looks. The British find it very, very difficult to accept
that an overfly pretty woman can also be intelligent or talented.

If you were
pretty, what the hell were you doing in the workplace? On top of that we have developed a kind
of inverted snobbery because, although we led the way in women's education, it was essential for
the educated Englishwoman to keep beauty at bay; the blue stocking stereotype persists even
today.

Those women, many of
whom are now very powerful, regard women who do care about the way they look as trivial and
insubstantial. 1 think you could accuse the royal family of the same prejudice about Princess
Diana. Because she was pretty, they assumed that she was silly. In fact, in the early days of her
marriage to Charles she too believed that she was stupid, when in fact, as we all now know, she
is nothing of the kind.'

The simplest way. which used to be very popular in the big cities of undeveloped
countries in the 20th century, is just to steal your neighbours' undergarments. It is also the most
profitable way. If those ladies continue their dirty actions, you may even launch a small
undergarment business. Don't forget to apply for a subsidy to your city council, as your actions
would perfectly fit in with the guidelines of New Governmental Policy of Local Authority
Support for Small and Medium Business.

This method is good for rather soft and polite persons, who are unwilling to openly
challenge their offenders.

In my opinion, independent of the answers to the above questions, the last thing you
should do is to apologise or, heaven forbid, take your words back. The first thing you should care
about is your reputation, not your relations with someone. When you find out what you said, try
to find, or invent, arguments to support your thesis. Then take a few drinks again and state your
arguments publicly. Once you have entered this discussion, it is too late to retreat - otherwise
people will know they cannot rely on your words.

Also, try to meet your former friend (preferably, publicly) and tell him, quoting Aristotle,
that "Plato is my dear friend", but the Truth is dearer. | strongly recommend taking a few drinks
before the meeting.

But as his relations with the other
girlfriend were very candid, he told her everything himself. She found out the truth, including the
fact that all her friends knew the story. As a result she lost trust in her boyfriend and almost all
her friends.

| think, this story well illustrates my point of view - a person should be discrete. Intimate
relations should not become a matter of discussion with other people - even if those people are
your best friends - because they haven't any business in your bedroom.

People also should not know about your relations at home, about your own emotions, and
so on. And if you make a mistake, you should not forget that it is your own mistake. If you have
friends, they shouldn't try to correct your mistake, and you should not lay blame on someone
else. Of course, this way of behaviour is more difficult than the method of collective decision-
making in very personal issues; but | think it is more honest. Even though Katya might say that
Vanya should have been absolutely sincere with her, it would be much better for her not to know
the truth. That truth was destructive for their relations. Surely, to keep silent would be difficult
for Vanya, but it was he who made a mistake, so his difficulties would be a fair punishment.

Weather Signs

People have always been interested in what the weather will be like, because, for example, the
future harvest depended on it. How did people predict it when there were no meteorologists and
weather forecasters? For centuries, they have been observing the natural environment and deriv-
ing some patterns. For example, if a rooster or a goose is standing on one leg — this is to frost.
And the hens crow in the afternoon — to the rain. Of course, such signs are useless for the modern
city dweller: it’s not often that you see roosters in modern apartments. But the weather can be
predicted by the usual pets: dogs and cats. Everyone knows the sign that if they draw closer to
the radiator, then it’s supposed to be cold.

Plants, some of which grow in the city, can also predict weather. For example, if a dandelion
suddenly closes its flowers in the afternoon, it will rain. The flowers of honeysuckle, which 15-
20 minutes before the rain begin to exude a smell, predict the same thing.

Insects can also help. If grasshoppers or cicadas chatter a lot, it means that the weather will be
fine in the coming days.

Finally, the sky can help. If the sunset is bright red, then tomorrow there will be a strong wind.

EARTH DAY

Imagine a day when 500 million people from 184 countries around the world come together to
celebrate and protest with a single purpose in mind. This is just what happened on April 22nd,
2000. The day was Earth Day, and the purpose that the people had in mind was to work for a
healthier and safer world for everyone. It was the biggest celebration of its kind in human histo-
ry.

But April 22nd, 2000 was not the first Earth Day. In fact, it was the 30th anniversary of the first
Earth Day celebration. In 1962, Gaylord Nelson, a US Senator, looked at the world around him
and saw lakes and rivers polluted by rubbish and chemicals, forests that were slowly being de-
stroyed every day, and towns and cities full of smog and car exhaust. Senator Nelson felt that the
Government was not doing nearly enough to protect the environment. So, he spent the next eight
years travelling round the USA and talking to all sorts of people about pollution and other dan-
gers that were harming the planet.

Finally, on April 22nd, 1970, Senator Nelson and a group of university students organized the
first Earth Day. The event was much more successful than the organizers had ever expected:
over 20 million people - young and old, rich and poor, city people and country people - took
part.

Today, Earth Day is celebrated all over the world, and some countries even celebrate Earth
Week the week before April 22nd, and Earth Month throughout the whole month of April. Over
5,000 different environmental organizations are connected by the Internet, and they help people
in their communities to plan demonstrations, campaigns, talks and other activities. But the idea is
the same as it was in 1970, millions of people from all over the planet rich and poor, old and
young, who want to build healthier and safer world take part.

The problems that Gaylord Nelson saw everywhere in the 1960s still exist, and now we know
about things like global warming and acid rain that most people could not even imagine 40 years
ago. We need Earth Day today more than ever. So, what can we do? Many young people partici-
pate through the schools on Earth Day. They organize clean-up campaigns or pick up rubbish in
their communities. Others write letters to their Council asking for more environmental protec-
tion laws. Still others organize marches to promote recycling and other energy saving activities.
But perhaps the best way to celebrate Earth Day is to follow the organizers' advice: "Do some-
thing nice for the Earth, have fun, meet new people, and make a difference".

Types of Pollution
Air Pollution

Air pollution is the contamination of air by smoke and harmful gases, mainly oxides of carbon
(oxcuasr yriepona), sulfur (cepa, and nitrogen (azot). Some examples of air pollution include:

Exhuast fumes (Beixmomnusie raser) from vehicles

The burning of fossil fuels (uckomaemoe TormBo), such as coal, oil, or gas
Harmful off-gasing from things such as paint, plastic production, and so on
Radiation spills or nuclear accidents

Air pollution is linked to asthma, allergies and other respiratory illnesses.

Land Pollution
Land pollution is the degradation of the Earth's surface caused by a misuse (3noymorpe6ienue)
of resources and improper disposal of waste. Some examples of land pollution include:

= Litter found on the side of the road

= lllegal dumping (cBanka) in natural habitats

= Oil spills (yreuka nedru) that happen inland

= The use of pesticides and other farming chemicals

= Damage and debris (mycop)caused from unsustainable mining
(neycroiiumBas n06b14a) and logging(ieco3zaroToBku) practices

= Radiation spills (yreuka paguaruu) or nuclear accidents

Land pollution is responsible for damage done to natural habitat of animals, deforestation and
damage done to natural resources.

Light Pollution

Light pollution is the brightening of the night sky inhibiting (crep»xwusas) the visibility of stars
and planets by the use of improper lighting of communities. Some examples of what causes light
pollution:

= Street lamps that shine light in all directions, instead of with a hood (xonmax) to point
light downward toward the street.

= Extra, unnecessary lights around the home

= Cities that run lights all night long

Light pollution uses more energy (by shining lighter up instead of down, meaning you need
brighter bulbs (;rammouku) for the same amount of light), may affect human health and our sleep
cycles.

Noise Pollution
Noise pollution is any loud sounds that are either harmful or annoying to humans and animals.
Some examples of noise pollution:

= Airplanes, helicopters, and motor vehicles
= Construction or demolition noise(ctpouTtenbHbIi HIyM )
= Human activities such as sporting events or concerts



Noise pollution can be disruptive (moapsiBroit) to humans' stress levels, may be harmful to un-
born babies, and drives animals away by causing nervousness and decreasing their ability to hear
prey (mo6srua) or predators(xuniHukm).

Thermal Pollution
Thermal pollution is the increase of temperature caused by human activity. A few examples of
this include:

=  Warmer lake water from nearby manufacturing (using cool water to cool the plant and
then pump (macoc) it back into the lake)

= Included in thermal pollution should also be the increase in temperatures in areas with
lots of concrete or vehicles, generally in cities

These kinds of environmental pollution can cause aquatic life to suffer or die due to the in-
creased temperature, can cause discomfort to communities dealing with higher temperatures, and
will affect plant-life in and around the area.

Visual Pollution
Visual pollution is what you would call anything unattractive or visually damaging to the nearby
landscape. This tends to be a highly subjective topic. Some examples of visual pollution:

= Skyscrapers that blocks a natural view
= Graffiti or carving (Beipe3anuc) on trees, rocks, or other natural landscapes

Billboards, litter, abandoned(za6porennsiii) homes, and junkyards (3axmamieHHbIE IBOPHI)
could also be considered among three kinds of environmental pollution

Mostly, visual kinds of environmental pollution are annoying and ugly, although some may say
they are also depressing, and they of course affect the surrounding landscape with the changes
they cause.

Water Pollution
Water pollution is the contamination of any body of water (lakes, groundwater, oceans, etc).
Some examples of water pollution:

= Raw sewage running into lake or streams

= Industrial waste spills contaminating groundwater

= Radiation spills or nuclear accidents

= Illegal dumping of substances or items within bodies of water
= Biological contamination, such as bacteria growth

= Farm runoff (camBer) into nearby bodies of water

These kinds of environmental pollution are linked to health issues in humans, animals and plant-
life.

First, put four cups of short-grain rice into a large, heavy pan. Next, add four
cups of water and four teaspoons of sugar, and soak the rice for two hours.

Text A. Education in the Russian Federation
Russians have always shown a great concern for education. The right to education is stated in the
Constitution of the Russian Federation. It is ensured by compulsory secondary schools,
vocational schools, and higher education establishments. It is also ensured by the development of
extramural and evening courses and the system of state scholarships and grants.
Education in Russia is compulsory up to the 9th form inclusive. The stages of compulsory
schooling in Russia are: primary education for ages 6-7 to 9-10 inclusive; secondary education
including intermediate school for ages 10-11 to 12-13 inclusive, and senior school for ages 13-14
to 14-15 inclusive. If a pupil of a secondary school wishes to go on in higher education, he or she
must stay at school for two more years. Primary and secondary school together comprise 11
years of study. Every school has a “core curriculum” of academic subjects, such as Russian,
Literature, Mathematics, History, a foreign language, PT. Lycees and gymnasiums offer
programs giving profound knowledge in some field of study.
After finishing the 9th form one can go on to a vocational school which offers programmes of
academic subjects and a programme of training in a technical field, or a profession.
After finishing the 11th form of a secondary school, a lycee or a gymnasium one can go on in
higher education. All applicants must take competitive entrance examinations. Higher education
institutions, that is, institutes or universities, offer a 5-year programme of academic subjects for
undergraduates in a variety of fields, as well as a post graduate course. If one finishes a post
graduate course and writes a thesis, he or she receives a candidate’s degree or a doctoral degree.
Higher educational establishments are headed by Rectors. Prorectors are in charge of academic
and scientific work. Each institute or university has a number of faculties, specializing in a
certain field of study. The faculties are headed by the Deans. There are departments within the
faculties.
The system of secondary and higher education in Russia is going through a transitional period.
The main objectives of the reform are: to decentralize the higher education system, to develop a
new financial mechanism, to give more academic freedoms to faculties and students. All
secondary schools, institutes and universities until recently have been funded by the state. Now



there is quite a number of private fee-paying primary and secondary schools; some universities
have fee-paying departments.

In terms of the ratio of students to the total population Russia ranks among the top ten countries
in the world.

The Russian educational policy is a combination of economic and social objectives. An educated
person contributes more to the society, and education on the other hand gives a person the
prospect for professional advance.

Text B. Schooling in the United Kingdom

The quality of a country’s future life, commercially, industrially and intellectually, de-
pends on the quality of its education system. From the end of the World War |1 the state in the
United Kingdom provides a full range of free educational facilities. Those parents who prefer to
send their children to private institutions, and could afford it, are free to do so.

The organization of state schooling is not as centralized as in most European countries.
Firstly, there is no prescribed curriculum. Secondly, the types of school available and the age
ranges for which they cater vary in different parts of the country. In each area Local Education
Authority is responsible for education. At any publicly-maintained school no tuition fees are
paid. State schooling in the United Kingdom is financed partly by the Government and partly by
local rates.

Schooling is voluntary under the age of five, but there is some free nursery school educa-
tion before that age. Primary education takes place in infant schools for pupils aged from five to
seven and junior schools from eight to eleven . Some areas have a different system in which
middle schools replace junior schools and take pupils aged from nine to twelve. Secondary edu-
cation has been available in Britain since 1944. It is compulsory up to the age of sixteen, and pu-
pils can stay at school voluntarily for up to three years longer.

Until 1964 children took an “eleven plus” exam at the age of eleven. At this exam they
were selected, or “streamed” according to their current level of academic attainment, for training
in different types of secondary schools. Grammar schools provided a mainly academic course for
the top 20 percent; modern schools provided general education with a practical bias.

In 1965 non-selective comprehensive schools were introduced. Most local education au-
thorities have now completely changed over to comprehensive schooling.

At the age of sixteen pupils take school-leaving examinations in several subjects at the
Ordinary level. The exam was conducted by eight independent examining boards, most of them
connected with the university. This exam was called the General Certificate of Education. Pupils
of comprehensive school had taken the examination called the Certificate of Secondary Educa-
tion either with or instead of the General Certificate of Education, Ordinary level.

The examination for the General Certificate of Education of Advanced (“A”) level was
taken two years after the Ordinary level exam. It was the standard for entrance to University and



to many forms of professional training. In 1988 both examinations were replaced by the more or
less uniform General Certificate of Secondary Education.

The private sector is running parallel to the state system of education. There are about
2500 fee-charging independent schools in Great Britain. Most private schools are single-sex until
the age of 16. More and more parents seem prepared to take on the formidable extra cost for ed-
ucation. The reason is the belief that social advantages are gained from attending a certain
school. The most expensive day or boarding schools in Britain are exclusive public schools like
Eton college for boys or St. James’ school for girls.

BOOKS AND LIBRARIES

Books play an essential role in our life. People read for pleasure during their three time. We
receive our education with the help of books. Books develop our mind and imagination, form our
sense of beauty, our attitude to life and our moral values.

Different people prefer different kinds of literature. Some people like books about travels, others
read books about wild nature. There are people who are fond of books on chemistry, geography
and history.

Many people devote much time to reading. But they can’t buy all the books, which they like.
That is why they go to the library.

There are many public libraries in Russia. Everyone may join a library and borrow books. At the
lending department you may borrow three boors at a time. These books may be kept for a
fortnight. If by the end of the fortnight you have not finished reading a book, you may renew it
for another fortnight. To renew a library book means to obtain permission to have it for a further



period of time. If the book you want is out, that is, was borrowed by someone else, you may ask
for it to be kept for you, the librarian helps the readers to find books, which they need.

Most public libraries also have a reading-room and a reference library. In the reading-room there
are tables at which you may sit and read the daily papers and all the other important periodicals —
the weeklies, the monthlies.

In the reference libraries there are encyclopaedias, dictionaries, atlases and many other books.
These books may not be taken out.

THE LIBRARY OF CONGRESS

The library of Congress is the world’s largest library. It contains more than 111 million items-
books, recording, photographs, maps and manuscripts.



This treasure trove covers 532 miles of bookshelves. So, considering the magnitude of these
holdings, this next facts may seem incongruous: the Library is a choosy institution.

It is selective. It has standards. Contrary to popular myth, the Library of Congress does not have
a copy of every book ever published.

The first priority of the Library is to serve the information and research needs of Congress. The
second priority is to preserve, secure and sustain for the present and future use of Congress and
the nation a universal collection of human knowledge, including a comprehensive record of
American history and creativity.

Every day at 1 p.m. a selection librarian, dons he apron, grabs a pencil — red at one end, blue at
the other — and works down to the Copyright Office to go through recent submissions. She
examines about 600 books per day and decides which books to keep for the Library’s collection.
A red “X” on the title page means “no”, a blue check indicates the Library wants one copy and a
yellow slip inserted in the book means it wants both copies.

The Library collects materials in all subjects, except technical agriculture and clinical medicine,
which are kept by the National Agricultural Library and the National Library of Medicine.

You
may have heard people say that. They don’t know that there is much more fun than just news in a
newspaper or a magazine.You enjoy reading special articles about hobbies, home, sport, and
movie stars. Maybe you’ll like comics. You read where to buy what you need at a lowest price,
what happened yesterday in your town and around the world. Newspapers also tell you where to
go for fun. They also tell you about shows and sports. Lots of events happen to people, and
newspapers tell you what happened, who did it, where it happened, why it happened and how it
happened.No one can read everything in the newspaper every day. But if you read a part of your
newspaper every day, you will know a lot.The first American newspaper was published in Bos-
ton in 1690. Now lots of magazines and newspapers are published in the USA. They keep up
with all the new discoveries and events that are happening every day and bring the world of
events into your home.Magazines and newspapers can be divided into two large groups - mass



and specialized. Mass magazines and newspapers are intended for large group of people, living
in different places and having many different interests. Among them are newspapers and maga-
zines for teachers, for cat lovers, for stamp collectors. In fact, there is a magazine and a newspa-
per to fit any interest.Most U.S. cities today have only one newspaper publisher. In more than
170 American cities, a single publisher produces both a morning and an evening newspaper. But
some cities (fewer than 30) have different owners. The “New York Times,” “USA Today” and
“Washington Post” can be read everywhere in the United States. Do you want to know the price?
Today most sell for 45 cents or more a copy. Surprisingly, many people buy newspaper more for
the advertising than for the news. Advertising accounts for 65 percent of newspaper revenues.

Here are some of the magazines you might read.

News magazines. “Time” and “Newsweek.” They come out once a week and give
summaries of world and national news and background information on the news.

Digests. They are magazines that print articles that have already been published some-
where else.

Fiction magazines. They print short stories. Two popular ones are “Ellery Queen’s
Mystery Magazine” and “Fantasy and Science Fiction.”

Magazines for African Americans have articles about African Americans and news of
interest to black persons. Some of them are “Sepia” and “Ebony.”

Women’s magazines deal with many subjects: family life, child care, health, home dec-
orating, beauty, marriage, divorce, and do-it-yourself projects. There are also advice columns,
short stories and articles about famous women. Other magazines specialize in beauty, or other
tips on face make-up and hair-does.

There are magazines for brides and for teenage girls.

Sports. “Sport Illustrated” is one of the most popular sports magazines. It deals with
amateur and professional sports.

If you are interested in model trains, antiques, sewing, cooking, crafts and magic, you
can find some magazines for yourself. There are plenty of other magazines to choose from, too.
