People will
not understand much, but they are accustomed to that and they will get a most excellent
impression.

Interviewer: Anna, | know you have been learning English for almost five years and you are
planning to become an interpreter. What do you feel about learning grammar? Do you think your
teacher spends too much or too little time on it?
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Anna: Of course, you must learn grammar in any language. After all, you can’t build a house
without foundations. But that’s all we do at school — grammar, grammar and more grammar, for
half an hour four times a week! We have too many drills.

Int.: So grammar is important, but not too much of it. But should it be taught in isolation?

Anna: No. You need to practise grammar together with vocabulary. It’s not good when you learn
new words but don’t have much practice using them with the grammar you’ve learnt.

Int.: With vocabulary — is it better to learn a few words at a time and practise them, rather than
a lot of words by heart?

Anna: Practice helps you to memorize the words. Also | remember words better if they are
related to my interests. | have no problem learning words connected with my hobby which is
animals and wildlife.

Int.: One of the problems for learners of English is phrasal verbs — to get on, to get along with
and so on, and, of course, idioms. Is it a problem for you? Have you learnt enough to cope with
idioms?

Anna: They’re very difficult. And you have to keep yourself up-to-date with them too. For
example, when | first came to England, I used the idiom “It’s raining cats and dogs” very
proudly, and everyone laughed at me because it’s so old-fashioned and the average English
person doesn’t use that expression.

Int.: So, make sure the idioms you learnt are up-to-date. Now, how about pronunciation? A lot of
students find that hard.

Anna: English intonation is awful! I mean, I think it’s the most difficult part of pronunciation
because if you get it wrong, people think you’re rude. Intonation is far more difficult than
learning to pronounce words correctly. It’s important to learn both formal and informal English
— how to ask for information, how to be polite. Let me give you an example. My English
teacher phoned me yesterday asking about something he wanted to know, and I just said “no”.
Then, when | thought about it afterwards, | realized that | had sounded rude. | should have said*
“I’'m afraid I don’t know” or something like that. Learning social English is very useful, take
writing letters in English for example.

Int.: What advice would you give to people who are just beginning to learn English?

Anna: | find reading very helpful — I read books, newspapers, magazines and other periodicals.
I try to guess the meaning of words I don’t know from their context. This helps me to read more
quickly. But I also look up words in the dictionary and make a note of the most useful ones.

Int.: How about listening to pop music?

Anna: Yes — that can be useful, | was a bit disappointed actually, because some songs have such
silly words, though the music is lovely. Listening to the radio and watching videos and
educational TV programmes in English help me too. Especially listening to the news. | was very
proud when I realized that | could easily get the idea of what I was listening to.

Int.: As I can see, learning a language isn’t as simple as all that. You can learn rules for grammar

and pronunciation and also for vocabulary, but the most difficult feature of any language is

perhaps learning the elements for which there are no written rules — for example “social

English”. This means learning about expected ways of behaviour, knowing what sort of English
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to use in different situations, formal or informal, and how to understand what is said, all that is so

easy and natural in your mother tongue.

The United States of America covers the central part of North America. Besides, Alaska and
Hawaii belong to the USA. lts territory is about 9,328,000 square kilometers. The population of
the United States is about 265 million people. The climate is different from state to state due to
the large size of the country. It is mostly temperate, but tropical in Hawaii and Florida, and arctic
in Alaska.
The USA is washed by the Pacific Ocean in the west and the Atlantic Ocean and the Gulf of
Mexico in the east. It borders on Canada in the north and on Mexico in the south. The most
important rivers in the USA are the Mississippi, the Colorado, the Ohio, and the Hudson River.
The main mountain chains are the Cordillera in the west and the Appalachian Mountains in the
east. Between these two mountain chains lie the central lowlands, called the prairie. To the north
of the country, on the border with Canada, the Great Lakes are situated. They include the Lake
Superior, the Lake Ontario, the Lake Eire, the Lake Huron and the Lake Michigan. Natural
resources include nickel, lead, silver, petroleum, natural gas, iron and others.
Present-day American history began in 1607, when colonizers established the first permanent
English settlement in Jamestown, Virginia. Further on during the 17th century the settlers from
Europe came to the new lands. They struggled Native Americans and drove them away from rich
land to reservations. At first thirteen British colonies were established on the eastern coast. In
1775 the colonies began their struggle for independence and succeeded in 1783. This was how
the United States came into being.

In 1861 the Civil War broke out. It is usually referred to as the war between the South and the
North. Its aim was to give freedom to black slaves who previously could be bought or sold.
Slavery was abolished in 1865, but the discrimination of the black population remained until the
1960s. The influence of the USA was growing during the 19th—20th centuries until by the
beginning of the 21st century it became the leading power. It dominates the economy and
political life of the world.
The United States is a democratic federal republic. It comprises fifty states, including Alaska and
Hawaii, and the District of Columbia, where the capital of the country is situated. The largest
state is Alaska, and the smallest is Rhode Island. Each state has its own legislature. Head of State
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is the President. Washington, DC (District of Columbia) is the capital of the country, the seat of
the government. The President is elected every four years.

The United States of America is a parliamentary republic. The people rule the country through
the representatives they elect.

The president of the
USA is the head of the country. The executive branch administers the laws. The executive
branch consists of departments and agencies. The US President is elected for a 4-year term. The
US President commands the armed forces, conducts foreign affairs and recommends laws to the
Congress.

The judicial branch is headed by the US Supreme Court. The US Supreme Court has nine
members. They are Chief Justice and 8 Associate Justices. They are appointed for life. The ju-
dicial branch interprets the laws and makes sure that new laws are in keeping with the Constitu-
tion.

Each branch has certain controls over other branches. The US Congress makes laws, but the
President can veto a law, and the Supreme Court can decide that the law is unconstitutional.
There are two main political parties in the USA. They are the Democtatic Party and the Republi-
can Party. The Democratic Party is symbolized by a "donkey." The Republican Party is symbol-
ized by an "elephant.” There are no clear differences between these parties. The Republicans are
more conservative. They have more support among the upper classes. The Democrats are more
liberal. They have more support among the working class and the poor.

Main British Holidays

The main holidays in Great Britain are New Year’s Day, Good Friday (IlsTHuua Ha
CrpactHoii Henene), Easter Monday, Labour Day, Christmas Day and Boxing Day.

Public holidays are called Bank Holidays because on these days banks, most of shops and offices
are closed.

Besides public holidays the British people observe certain traditions on such days as
Pancake Day, Guy Fawkes’ Night, St. Valentine’s Day, April Fool’s Day, St. Patrick’s Day,
Halloween which are ordinary working days.

Christmas is the main religious holiday in many countries. It is celebrated in Europe on
the 25th of December, in Russia on the 7th of January. It is the day when Christians celebrate the
birth of Jesus Christ, though the actual date of his birth is not known.

Boxing Day (UK) is the next day after Christmas, when rich people give small presents in boxes
to the servants, etc.

The New Year is not as widely celebrated as Christmas in Britain. Some people ignore it
completely and go to bed at usual time. Others, however, do celebrate it in one way or another.
The most common way of celebration is a New Year Party.

Hogmanay is the most popular holiday in Scotland, celebrated on the New Year’s Eve.

Easter is a very important festival in the Christian calendar. The Christians think that on
the day of Easter Jesus Christ rose from dead. The actual date of Easter changes every year. The
preparations for Easter really begin 40 days before Easter, on Shrove Tuesday. This marks the
beginning of a period of fasting, called Lent.

There are also local festivals all through the year. In spring village children dance round
Maypole (Maiickoe nepeBo). Maypole is an ancient emblem of the beginning of summer. In
ancient times it was a pagan spring festival. A tall pole decorated with flowers, maypole, was
erected to which ribbons were attached and held by the dancers.

Guy Fawkes Night (UK) is on November, 5. Guy Fawkes Night goes back to the days of
King James | who was vary unpopular as a protestant. So some of the Catholics made an attempt
to blow up the Houses of Parliament. The man who was to explode the building was Guy
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Fawkes. But he was discovered, arrested and hanged. Since that time people burn a straw
dummy of Guy Fawkes on a bonfire on the 5th of November.
Main American Holidays

National festivals in the USA are New Year’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, Independence
Day, St. Patrick’s Day, Mother’s Day and Memorial Day.

New Year’s Day is a national holiday, people make promises, for example, to give up
smoking, to change their life. li is not so important as in Russia, very small presents are given.
New Year Resolution is a promise which many people make before New Year. Usually they
want to improve their behavior and to give up bad habits.

Valentine’s Day is on February, 14. It is not a national holiday, but the holiday of love
and friendship. It is one of the most loved holidays. There are romantic cards and gifts for those
who are in love. The most popular wish:” Be my Valentine!” There are also cards for wives,
husbands, mothers, fathers, and even grandparents.

St. Patrick’s Day is on March, 17. It was a religious holiday. Now everybody wears
green this day. Former Irish holiday (the Irish believed that St. Patrick freed Ireland from
snakes.) Day of fun and parades.

April Fool’s Day is on April, 1. No one is sure how April’s Fool day got started. Most
countries seem to have a day when people play tricks on each other. Children specially like these
days. Some people think that trick days begin in India. People there celebrate a spring holiday
called Holi. A favourite trick on Holi is to fill a bamboo pipe with coloured powder and blow the
powder at people. Sometimes children fill the pipe with water and squirt each other.

Mother’s Day, Father’s Day are the days when the Americans thank their parents, give
them flowers and presents. In the UK there is only Mother’s Sunday.

Good Friday is the Friday before Easter (cTpactHas nsarauma). On that dat people eat hot cross
buns.

Easter Sunday, Easter Monday. The symbol of the holiday is Easter Bunny who brings
the eggs. The traditional presents coloured eggs and chocolate eggs.

Memorial Day is the last day in May. It is a national holiday (since 1917) to remember the
soldiers killed in battles.

Independence Day is on July,4. This day the USA became independent from the United
Kingdom in 1776, when the Declaration of Independence was accepted.

Labour Day is the day to honor all the workers.

Columbus Day is on October, 12, 1492 Columbus discovered America. Now it is
celebrated on the second Monday in October.

Thanksgiving Day is on the 4th Thursday in November. It is a national holiday, family
holiday. The first Europeans on American land wanted to thank God and the Native Americans
for their help during their first winter which was cold and hungry. Traditional food is turkey,
mashed potatoes, pumpkin pies. The original celebration was held in 1621 after the first harvest
in New England.

Halloween is on October, 31. It is not a national holiday. Children make costumes and go
from house to house. They say “ Trick or treat ”. People give them tasty things.

Christmas is a national and religious holiday which is celebrated on December, 25. Santa Claus
visits children and puts their presents into their stockings.

Washington, DC Washington, DC is the capital of the United States of America. It is
situated in the mouth of the Potomac River, in the District of Columbia (DC), not belonging to
any state. The city is unique in its own way — it was specially designed as the capital of the
USA. The architect, who drew up the plan of the city, Pierre 1’Enfant, wanted it to be very
convenient. The place for the capital was chosen by the first president, George Washington, and
in 1800 the Government moved there.

There are a lot of Governmental offices, but probably the best known, as well as the most
important for the country’s life are the White House and the Capitol. The White House is the
official residence of the President of the United States. It was built in 1799. It is a three-storeyed
house where the President and his family live. At the same time it is the place where official
receptions are held and the administration gathers for the meetings. The Capitol is the seat of the
Congress. The comer stone of the Congress was laid by George Washington in 1790. The
Congress has two chambers: the House of Representatives and the Senate.

The city of Washington, DC is rather large and very beautiful, being at the same time
different from all the other cities in the USA, because there are no skyscrapers. According to the
law, no house in Washington, DC must be higher than the Capitol.

Washington, DC has the population of about 900,000 people. Being the administrative
centre of the country, it doesn’t have any industry. They say, nothing is produced in
Washington, DC except wastepaper. Thousands of documents are drafted, approved or denied in
the city every day. People living there either belong to the administration, or are employed in the
service industry. Besides, thousands of tourists come to see the capital of the country. There is a
lot to be seen: Thomas Jefferson Memorial, the Library of Congress, the Washington Monument
and much more. The Washington Monument is the most remarkable of these: it is a column
rising 160 metres, and from the top of it the visitors can enjoy the view over the city. Among the
attractions of the capital it is necessary to mention the museums: the National Gallery of Art, the
National Museum of History and Technology, and others.

To the west of the continent of Europe lie two large islands. The larger of them is called
Great Britain, and the smaller, Ireland. These two and 5,500 smaller islands form the British
Isles.

The island of Great Britain consists of England, Scotland and Wales. The isle of Ireland
is divided into Northern Ireland and the Irish Republic. England, Scotland, Wales and Northern
Ireland form the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland. The UK is the official
name of the country, occasionally referred to as Great Britain, which is, strictly speaking, only a
geographic name.

Great Britain is washed by the Atlantic Ocean and the Irish Sea from the west, by the
North Sea from the north and west. It is separated from the European continent by the English
Channel. The narrowest part of English Channel is called the Strait of Dover. The UK is not a
very large country. Its territory is about 244,000 square kilometers, and no point of the country is
more than 120 kilometers away from the sea.

At the same time, the population of the UK is a third largest in Europe, comprising about
60 million people. It is incorrect to call everybody who lives in the United Kingdom “English”,
as this is the name only for those who live in England. The residents of Wales are named Welsh,
while the people of Scotland are called Scottish. The correct common name for English, Scottish
and Welsh is British. Those who live in Northern Ireland are called Irish.

The climate of the British Isles is generally mild; it is seldom cold in winter and never too
hot in summer. This is due to the warm current of the Atlantic Ocean, Gulf Stream. Britain was
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always known as a country of fogs, but now it is not quite so because of the climatic changes:
there is maybe less fog than in any other European country.

There are no high mountains and long rivers in the UK. The highest mountain is Ben
Nevis in the Highlands in Scotland, and the longest rivers are the Severn and the Thames.

Geographically, the UK has a very convenient position, being located on the crossroads
from Europe to America. This is one of the reasons why Britain was (and is up to the present
time) one of the leading world powers. The capital of the country is London. It is situated on the
river Thames.

Britain has an ancient and glorious history. It used to be the great empire “where the sun
never sets”. It gave the world many famous scientists, writers, political leaders and explorers,
such as Newton, Darwin, Drake, Shakespeare, Churchill and others.

For centuries monarchs ruled Britain. The constitutional monarchy is still preserved in the
country, though it is practically no more than a tradition and a tribute to the past. Queen
Elisabeth Il is the Head of State. Her power is limited by the parliament, which is elected every
four yeas. The leader of the party that won the majority during the elections becomes the Prime
Minister. In fact, he becomes the head of state and forms the Cabinet. The second largest party
forms the official Opposition.

London, the capital of the UK, was founded in AD 43 by the Roman invaders as a settlement and
a fortress. At first it had the name of Londinium. Due to its convenient position in the mouth of
the river Thames the settlement grew and developed into a city. In the 11th century London
became the capital of England. For centuries it was a prominent port through which wealth and
prosperity came to the country.

Being an important trade and political centre, the city enjoyed greater independence than the
other cities of the medieval England and even had the right to elect the head of the city, Lord
Mayor. The picturesque ceremony of the elections of Lord Mayor of London is still held every
year and attracts thousands of tourists.

The city was built rather chaotically, the streets being narrow and dirty. It grew and developed
together with the developing of the nation. In 1666 the Great Fire of London destroyed the most
part of the city, which was rebuilt, but the old planning remained untouched.

Historically and geographically London can be divided into three parts: the City, the West End
and the East End. The City is the financial centre of the country, with offices of large firms and
banks and the Stock Exchange.

The West End has always been considered a place where aristocrats lived. There is a great
number of sights and attractions: the Houses of Parliament, Westminster Abbey, St Paul's
Cathedral, the Nelson Column, to mention just a few of them. London’s beautiful parks are also
there: Hyde Park, St. James' Park, Regent's Park are favourite places for Londoners to visit and
relax. One may also go shopping in the West End — Piccadilly Street and Oxford Street both
present a wide choice of expensive shops and boutiques.
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The East End was previously considered the place where not well-to-do people lived. The
identity of the East End as a place of deprivation and poverty persisted until well after the
Second World War, becoming overlaid with certain gangster glamour in the 1960s. At the
beginning of the twenty-first century, London east of the City is still seen as having a different
character, claiming a certain independence of look from the rest of metropolis; but its cultural
status has been transformed. Parts of the East End are believed to house the highest population of
artists in Europe, and the East End is now considered a bohemian district. The ugly docks, which
for years disguised the face of the East End, are now closed, and new hotels, stadiums and
apartment houses are being built.

Now London extends much more than the City, the West End and the East End. Its suburbs grow
rapidly. London and its suburbs are called Greater London.

As well as it is impossible to say that Moscow is a typical Russian city, nobody can call London
a typical British one. In fact, it has become a multinational metropolis, being inhabited by people
from all over the world. It is always busy and crowded. It certainly has its own face — millions
of faces. Maybe, this is the reason why people say: "When a man is tired of London, he is tired
of life.”

The Birthplace of Russia

Velikiy Novgorod - one of the most ancient cities of Russia located in its North-West,
near the site where the VVolkhov river takes its waters from Lake limen.

The history of Novgorod is closely linked with all major stages in the life of the Russian
state. In those times, when the statehood of Rus was just in the making, the Novgorodians invited
Scandinavian prince Rurik to keep law and order, thus giving birth to the prince Rurik dynasty
that ruled over all Russian lands throughout more than 750 years.

Veliky Novgorod is divided into the Torgovaya Storona and Sofiyskaya Storona by the
Volkhov River.

There are a lot of sightseeing in our city. Here the Kremlin — Detinets and St. Sophia
Cathedral — the oldest temple in Russia. St. Sophia Cathedral was built by both Russian and
Byzantine masters who managed to combine both styles with the character of climates and
peoples of the north. It became the only stone building in Novgorod at that time.

Today the Kremlin is the cultural and tourist centre. The main expositions of the
Novgorod State United Museum are displayed here. There are the restoration workshops, the
library, the philharmonic, college of arts, art and music schools. The ensemble of the Kremlin
buildings is original and picturesque.

The open-air architectural-ethnographic museum "Vitoslavlitsy” provides a whole
complex of genuine folk wooden architecture, including ancient churches of the 16th - 18th
centuries and peasant houses of the 19th - early 20th centuries, exhibitions of folk art and
everyday life items of Novgorod peasants of the same period.

The basis of the city's economy is the chemical industry. There are also enterprises of the
food industry, paper production and printing businesses.

In General, our city is quiet and cozy. There are many interesting places, and the city
infrastructure is relatively good.

Veliky Novgorod
Veliky Novgorod, one of the most ancient cities of Russia, was founded in the 9-10th
centuries. Veliky Novgorod was a political centre of vast territories stretching up from Baltic
lands to the Urals. For a long time the city had been the largest centre of culture in
Russia, __ (A).

The mass media play an important part in our lives. Newspapers, radio and especially TV
inform us of what is going on in this world and give us wonderful possibilities for education and
entertainment. They also influence the way we see the world and shape our views.

Of course, not all newspapers and TV programmes report the events objectively, but
serious journalists and TV reporters try to be fair and provide us with reliable information.

Good news
doesn’t usually make headlines. Bad news does.

The question is —
should this be allowed?

The main source of news for millions of people is television. People like TV news
because they can see everything with their own eyes. And that’s an important advantage. Seeing,
as we know, is believing. Besides, it’s much more difficult for politicians to lie in front of the
cameras than on the pages of newspapers.

Still, many people prefer the radio. It’s good to listen to in the car, or in the open air, or
when you do something about the house.

Newspapers don’t react to events as quickly as TV, but they usually provide us with extra
detail, comment and background information.

The Internet has recently become another important source of information. Its main
advantage is that news appears on the screen as soon as things happen in real life and you don’t
have to wait for news time on TV.

THE BRITISH PRESS

Probably in no other country there are such great differences between the various national
daily newspapers — in the type of news they report and the way they report it.

On the one hand, there are the “quality” newspapers: The Times, The Independent, The
Guardian, the Financial Times and The Daily Telegraph. These concern themselves, as far as
possible, with factual reports of major national and international events, with the world of
politics and business and with the arts and sport.

On the other hand, there are the “populars” and “tabloids”, so-called because of their
smaller size. The tabloids — the most widely read of which are The Daily Mail, The Daily
Express, the Daily Mirror, The Sun and The Daily Star — concentrate on more emotive reporting
of stories often featuring sex, violence, the Royal Family, film and pop stars, and sport. It’s often
said that the popular press aims to entertain its readers rather than inform them.

The tabloid press is much more popular than the quality press.

In some countries, newspapers are owned by government or by political parties. This is
not the case in Britain. Newspapers here are mostly owned by individuals or by publishing
companies, and the editors of the papers are usually allowed considerate freedom of expression.
This is not to say that newspapers are without political bias. Papers like The Daily Telegraph,
The Daily Express and The Sun, for example, usually reflect Conservative opinions in their
comment and reporting, while the Daily Mirror and The Guardian have a more left-wing bias.

In addition to the 12 national daily newspapers there are nine national papers which are
published on Sundays. Most of the “Sundays” contain more reading matter than daily papers,
and several of them also include “colour supplements” — separate colour magazines which
contain photographically-illustrated feature articles. Reading a Sunday paper, like having a big
Sunday lunch, is an important tradition in many British households.

Besides, nearly every area in Britain has one or more local newspapers.

The British are one of the biggest newspaper-reading nations in the world.

The achievements in the space exploration have surpassed our wildest expectations. They
have overturned many of the notions made by some reputable scientists, who could
hardly foresee man-made space ships and satellites, international space stations and astronauts
walking on the Moon or in the outer space.

Modern world of Hi-Tech could not have come about, except for computers. They have
opened a new era in the manufacture’s automation and greatly enhanced modern communication
systems.

Who invented the computer is not the question with a simple answer. The real answer is
that many inventors from different countries contributed to the computer history. A computer is a
complex machine made up of many parts, each being a separate invention.

There are many milestones in the computer history. The earliest of them can be traced to
an English inventor Charles Babbage who in 1834 designed an «analytical machine» that
theoretically could do some of the operations, a modern computer does now. However, it has
never been built because of its huge size.

The first generation of what can be called a real computer was «the Colossusy, an
enormous machine put into operation in England in 1943. But the machine was designed for one
operation only: deciphering the German codes in World War 1.

The first general-purpose computer was invented in 1946 in the University of
Pennsylvania, USA. Unfortunately, these computers, as well as the vacuum tube models that
followed them, were huge, slow, expensive and very often unreliable.

The first computer hard disk was invented in 1956 and later, in 1968, the computer
mouse came into being.

In 1959-1964 there came the era of transistor computers. It didn’t last long, but it was no
less important in the computer technology advancement.

The second generation computers were faster, simpler, more dependable and cheaper.
They could carry out some thousand operations per second.

A tremendous breakthrough became the computers of the third generation (1965-1970).
The invention of the integrated circuits allowed to reduce both the size and cost of these
computers, further increasing their power (up to 10 million operations per second).

The fourth generation computers (beginning with 1971) can be characterized, first of all,
by the jump to monolithic integrated circuits. But what really triggered the tremendous growth
of computers and their significant impact on our lives was the invention of the microprocessor. It
led to the invention of personal computers capable to perform over 50 million operations per
second.
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Today we have new models of computers that can perform over 100 million operations
per second. And what’s ahead? Perhaps, future computers will have several million transistors in
one chip and will be able to perform billions or even trillions of operations in a single second.
Who knows? Time will show.

There is no federal educational standard in the USA. Schooling and educational programmes
are the responsibility of each state; this is why one can find great differences in education from
state to state. No uniform demands exist on education in schools or universities throughout the
nation. In most states attending school is obligatory for children between six and seventeen.
Secondary education institutions include elementary schools and high schools.
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Higher education in the USA is not nation-wide. Colleges differ a lot from each other in scale
and level of education as well as in the "quality” of diplomas given.

Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to sixteen. Children
under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. Both types of pre-primary educational
establishments are non-state; the difference is that a child spends the whole day in a nursery
school, while he or she can stay in a playgroup only for some hours a day. Anyway, the main
aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for primary schools. Children
play, draw, model things from clay and learn to work together.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There are 35,000 state
schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the Local Educational Authorities (LEA).



The LEA caters for the curriculum and exams in each region; they also appoint head teachers
and held assessment tests at schools.

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies are more like
playing than working; English teachers say that this is the best way for children to get used to
school. Probably they are right: children learn better when they play. Lessons usually last from
nine in the morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. Children usually wear a
uniform; it is different in different schools. They study Maths, English, Arts, English Literature,
Geography, one or two foreign languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical
Education), IT (Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology, Sex Education and other
subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary Education
examinations (GCSE) O-level, and then they either leave school and start working or continue
their studies at school or at college for two more years. This is called the sixth form at school or
the sixth form college, and the students take only the subjects they need for entering the
university of their choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. They usually take three or four A-levels.
There are no entrance exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on
the results of their A-level examinations.

Speaking about education in the UK it is necessary to say that there is a great difference
between state education and private education. State schools are free, and about ninety per cent
of all children attend them. Private, or public schools are very expensive. These are usually
boarding schools, where children stay while they study, coming home only on vacations. These
schools are for children between thirteen and eighteen. Before entering a public school children
are usually educated at home. State schools are usually mixed, while private schools are typically
single-sex, with a few exceptions.

Education in Russia
Children start school at the age of six in Russia. The course of studies at school is eleven years
now: four years of primary school and seven years of secondary school. Previously it was only
ten years: three years of primary school and seven years of secondary school. Children under the
age of six are taken to creches and nursery schools.
There is a wide choice of schools nowadays: state schools, private schools, lyceums and
gymnasiums. The majority of schools is free of charge, but in some (usually private ones)
parents have to pay for the education of their children. In ordinary schools parents sometimes
pay for additional subjects in the curriculum, such as a foreign language or arts. Though it is
generally not a demand, most children can already read and write when they start their school:
this makes education much easier for them.
In primary school there are three or four lessons a day, they usually are Reading, Writing and
Arithmetic. A lesson lasts forty minutes. During the first term children get used to learning and
adapt to school regulations. Beginning with the second term of the first year at school, children
also take Handicrafts, Drawing, Music and Physical Education. The list of subjects under study
is furtherb extended during the second, third and fourth years and includes the World History of
Arts, Fundamentals of Security, History, Geography, and others. At primary schools all lessons
are usually conducted by one teacher.
At the age of ten children pass to the second stage of education, known as secondary school. In
secondary school there is a wide variety of subjects under study, and teachers specialize. The
transition from primary to secondary school is sometimes difficult for children. After finishing
the ninth form and getting the Certificate of Basic Secondary Education, schoolchildren may
either continue their education in the tenth form, or leave school and go to technical (vocational)
schools and colleges.
After eleven years at school the school leavers take examinations and get the Certificate of
Complete Secondary Education. Those who have only excellent marks in the Certificate get a
gold medal, which gives the right to enter higher school taking only one examination.
The admission to higher school is competitive and based on the system of entrance examinations,
usually three or four. During the examinations the school leavers must show their abilities in the
chosen field. Young people also have an option to get specialized secondary education in
vocational schools after leaving the eleventh form.
Among higher educational establishments are institutes (colleges), academies and universities.
The term of studying in higher school is from four to six years. Students can be involved in
scientific research while studying. At the end of their final year at college, university or academy
they take final examinations and get a diploma. Besides, they can take postgraduate courses in
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the chosen field.
