Geographical Position of Great Britain

The United Kingdom is very small comparing with the biggest countries of the world such as
Russia, Canada, China or the USA. Its total area is about 244,000 square kilometers. There are
more than 67 million people inthe UK now, and Londonis one of the world’s biggest
cities. Britain is relatively densely populated country. England has the highest population density
and Scotland the lowest.

Many foreigners say “English” and “England” when they mean “British” and “Britain”. This
is very annoying for Scotsmen, Welsh and Irishmen who are not certainly English but all
are British.

The official name of the country is the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland. It is made up of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. The capital of England
is London. The capital of Scotland is Edinburgh. The capital of Wales is Cardiff. The capital of
Northern Ireland is Belfast. The capital of the United Kingdom is London.

The UK is situated on the British Isles. This group of islands lies between the North Sea and
the Atlantic Ocean and consists of two large islands, Great Britain and Ireland, and 550 smaller
islands around them. It is separated from the continent of Europe by the English Channel, the
narrowest part of which is called the Straight of Dover or Pas de Calais. In the west the UK is
separated from Ireland by the Irish Sea and the North Channel. The seas around Britain are often
rough and difficult to navigate during storms but they are full of fish and are extremely important
for trade. Britain’s main ports are London, Hull, Liverpool, Glasgow and some others.

You will not find high mountains or large plains in Britain. Everything occupies very little
place. The highest mountain, Ben Nevis, is in Scotland. In the centre of England is a range of hills
called the Pennine Chain which is also known as the “backbone of England”. The Cambrian
Mountains in Wales and the Cumbrian Mountains in the Lake District in the north of England are
not high but amazingly beautiful. The Cheviot Hills mark the boundary between England and

London.

There are many lakes in Great Britain. In Scotland they are called lochs. The most famous lake
Is Loch Ness in Scotland which is said to have a water monster. The Lake District is one of the
most popular holiday places in Great Britain. Many people say that Great Britain is like a large
well-kept park. There are beautiful gardens, fields, meadows, lakes and woods there. The best-
known is Sherwood Forest where Robin Hood once lived, the legendary outlaw who robbed the
rich and gave their money to the poor.

Great Britain is not very rich in mineral resources though there is oil in the North Sea, coal in
Wales and in the north of England, tin and other non-ferrous metals in the south.

The biggest cities of Britain are London, Birmingham, Manchester, Leeds, Liverpool,
Glasgow and some others.

Geographical Position of the USA

The USA is the fourth largest country in the world (after Russia, Canada and China). It is
situated in the central and the southern parts of the North American continent and covers the
territory of over nine million square kilometres, i.e. only little less than the area of Europe. The
population of the country (according to 2000 census) is 280,562,489 people. It consists of 50 states
and a federal district. The country is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the east and by the Pacific
Ocean in the west. It stretches from Canada in the north to Mexico, the Gulf of Mexico, and the
Gulf of California in the south. It also has a sea-border with Russia. Its territory also includes the
states of Alaska, in the north-west corner of North America, and Hawaii, in the mid-Pacific Ocean.

The USA is divided into three areas: Eastern area — highland with Appalachian Mountains,
Central area — plain and Western mountainous area including the Cordilleras and the Rocky
Mountains. Between the mountain ranges are the central lowlands, called the prairie, and the
Eastern Lowlands, called the Mississippi Valley.

The north-eastern part of the USA is the region of the five Great Lakes — Lake Superior, Huron,
Michigan, Erie and Ontario. The lakes are joined together by short rivers and canals and cut by
rapids. The greatest of these rapids is the Niagara Falls. The waters of the five lakes have the outlet
into the Atlantic Ocean by the St. Lawrence River. In the west of the USA there is another lake
called the Great Salt Lake.

The greatest rivers of the USA are the Colorado and the Columbia flowing into the Pacific
Ocean, the Mississippi with its tributaries — the Missouri and the Ohio — flowing into the Gulf of
Mexico, and the Hudson River, which flows into the Atlantic Ocean. The rivers in the west are
unsuitable for navigation as they are cut by deep rapids. They serve as a great source of electric
power.

Climate in the USA

The USA is the fourth largest country in the world, after Russia, Canada and China. Including
the states of Alaska and Hawaii, the US covers an area of 9 millions square km.
I am going to tell you about the climate in the USA. The United States has many kinds of
climate. The weather ranges from the warm, wet conditions of the Appalachians to the semi-
desert or desert conditions in some of the western states.
It varies from southern Arizona and southern Florida, where almost there is no winter at all, to
the territory of Montana, North Dakota and South Dakota, where there are long, very cold and
severe winters. In other words, the US has practically all the climatic zones.
The main land mass of the US is in the temperate zone. The climatic conditions of the country
are determined by the great mountains and the wind.
West of the Rocky Mountains, running all the way from the Canadian border to Mexico, there
are vast areas where almost no trees grow. In this section of the country there are deserts, which
receive as little as 12-13 centimetres of rainfall a year. Yet, west of the Sierra Nevada
Mountains, there are places in which 250 centimetres of rain fall annually. It is one of the wettest
places in the USA.
There are all kinds of differences in the climate of the US. For instance, all along the western
coast, the temperature changes little between winter and summer. In some places, the average
difference between July and January is as little as 10 degrees Centigrade. The climate along the
northern part of this coast is similar to that of England.
But in the north central part of the country the temperature difference between winter and
summer is very great — 36 degrees Centigrade and even more. The coldest days of January may
be — 40 degrees Centigrade, and the hottest July days may be 45 degrees. In the eastern part of
the US, the difference between summer and winter is also very distinct, but not so extreme.
In the south-eastern corner of the country the climate is mild and spring is like winter, but in
summer the temperature may be very high.
Hawaii, the 50th state, is a chain of over 100 islands, lying in the Pacific and stretching from
southeast to northwest for 2,575 kilometres. Although this state is located in tropical zone, its
climate is favourable, because of the ocean currents that pass its shores and the winds that blow
across the land from the northeast. The temperature usually remains close to the annual average
of 24 degrees Centigrade.
The situation in Alaska is different. In those parts of the state which lie above the Arctic Circle,
Alaska still is a land of icebergs and polar bears. Ice masses lie buried in the earth, which is
permanently frozen land to a depth of 90 or more meters.

From early May until early August, the midnight sun never sets on this flat, treeless region, but
the sun cannot melt the icy soil more than two thirds of a meter down. The Japan Current of the
Pacific warms Alaska, and the Arctic cools it. The temperature may drop as low as — 43 degrees
Centigrade in some places, and may drop to 30 degrees in others. In the north, in any given year,
more than 11 meters of snow may fall.

Americans have fewer children than in
other cultures. The typical American couple has two children, so that average American family
has four people living together as a household unit.

Marriages are not “arranged” in the US. Young people are expected to find a husband or
wife on their own; their parents do not help them. Americans believe that young people should fall
in love and then decide to marry someone they can live happily with.

The majority of American women value companionship as the most important part of
marriage. Other values, such as having economic support and the opportunity to have children,
although important, are seen as less important.

The American State Power System

The United States is a constitutional republic. The nation operates as a presidential system also known as
a congressional system. The federal government’s power is divided between three branches — the
legislative, the executive and the judicial.

Legislative Branch. The legislative branch — the Congress — is made up of elected representatives from
each of the 50 states. It is the only branch of U.S. government that can make federal laws, levy federal
taxes, declare war, and put foreign treaties into effect. Members of the House of Representatives are
elected to two-year terms. Each member represents a district in his or her home state. In all, there are 435
representatives in the House. Senators are elected to six-year terms. Each state has two senators,
regardless of population. There are 100 senators. To become a law, a bill must pass both the House and
the Senate. After the bill is introduced in either body, it is studied by one or more committees, amended,
voted out of committee, and discussed in the chamber of the House or Senate. If passed by one body, it
goes to the other for consideration. Once both bodies have passed the same version of a bill, it goes to the
president for approval.

Executive Branch. The chief executive of the United States is the president, who together with the vice
president is elected to a four-year term. As a result of a constitutional amendment that went into effect in
1951, a president may be elected to only two terms. Other than succeeding a president who dies or is
disabled, the vice president's only official duty is presiding over the Senate. The vice president may vote
in the Senate only to break a tie. The president's powers are formidable but not unlimited. As the chief
formulator of national policy, the president proposes legislation to Congress. The president may veto any
bill passed by Congress. The president is commander-in-chief of the armed forces. Within the executive
branch, the president has broad powers to issue regulations and directives carrying out the work of the
federal government's departments and agencies.

Judicial Branch. The judicial branch is headed by the U.S. Supreme Court, which is the only court
specifically created by the Constitution. In addition, Congress has established 13 federal courts of appeals
and, below them, about 95 federal district courts. The Supreme Court meets in Washington, D.C., and the
other federal courts are located in cities throughout the United States. The Supreme Court consists of a
chief justice and eight associate justices. With minor exceptions, cases come to the Supreme Court on
appeal from lower federal or state courts.

Australia itself is made up of the mainland of Australia and the island of Tasmania in the South.
It is located between the Pacific and the Indian oceans in the Southern Hemisphere.

The Australian continent is washed in the North by the Timor Sea, the Arafura Sea, Gulf of
Carpentaria and Torres Strait, in the East by the Tasman Sea and the Coral Sea of the South
Pacific Ocean, in the South by Bass Strait and the Indian Ocean.
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Australia’s neighbouring countries are Indonesia, East Timor and Papua New Guinea in the
North, the Solomon Islands, Vanuatu, New Caledonia in the north-east and New Zealand in
the south-east.

Australia is "the most" country in many ways. It is the world’s biggest island and the smallest
continent at the same time. It is almost 25 times larger than the British Isles. And it is nearly
as large as the territory of the USA without Alaska and Hawaii.

Australia is the only country in the world which has the territory of the whole continent.
Australia’s total area is 7,690,000 sq kilometres.

It is also the oldest, the flattest and the driest continent in the world.
Australia is the oldest continent, because some rocks are more than 3 million years old.
Australia is the flattest continent of all. But still it has mountains.

Australia is the driest continent of all after Antarctica. Most of it is a semi-desert. South-east
IS not so dry compared to the rest of the land, so it is good for living.

Its main mountain chain is the Great Dividing Range which is known as "the Australian Alps".
It runs along the western coast. Australia’s highest point, Kosciuszko in the Australian Alps is
only about 2,000 metres high.

Other mountains include the Kimberly Range, the Hamersley Range and the Flinders Range
in south Australia.

Australia is very dry. In the centre of the continent there are three deserts: Great Sandy Desert,
Great Victoria Desert and Simpson Desert. In fact, Great Sandy and Great Victoria Deserts are
among the largest deserts in the world.

There are not so many rivers and lakes in Australia. Its best known rivers are:
— the Murray (2,600 km long);
— the Darling (the Murray’s tributary; is the longest river in Australia — 2,740 km).

Massive salt lakes are often dry for long periods. They are fed by a large river system which
carries water to fill them. The largest lake is Lake Eyre.

Climate
Australia is on the other side of the world. For us it is an upside-down world.

Australia is sometimes called "down-under" because of its geographical position.

The seasons here are the other way round. Summer is from December to February (New Year
is in the middle of summer), autumn is from March to May, winter is from June to August (the
middle of winter is in June) and spring is from September to November.

In Australia hot winds blow from the North and cold winds blow from the South.

Because of Australia’s great size there are different climatic regions here. The climate of
Australia ranges from tropical in the North, to cool temperate in the south-east where it even
often snows in winter.

There are such weather hardships in Australia as droughts, floods and cyclones along its coasts.

The continent suffers from the lack of fresh water. There is not much rain in many parts of the
country and they are very dry. South Australia is the driest state of the driest continent on the
Earth.

Australia and Oceania

Scattered across the Pacific Ocean are thousands of islands. They range in size from
Australia to tiny islands, so small that no one has ever lived on them. Years ago a European
geographer thought that he needed a single name for this region. He decided that since the region
was located “in the Great Ocean”, he would call it Oceania. Because Oceania is so vast, another
geographer divided it into four parts: Australia, Polynesia, Micronesia, and Melanesia. Australia
means “southern island” in Latin. The other three names come from Greek. Polynesia means
“many islands”, and Micronesia means “small islands”; and Melanesia, “black islands”, so-called
because of the dark-skinned people who live there. Geologically all the islands are of three types:
continental islands, volcanic islands and coral islands.

Australia, the smallest continent and one of the largest countries on Earth, lies between the
Pacific and Indian oceans in Southern Hemisphere. The continent is bounded by latitudes 100 and
440 S and by longitudes 1120 and 1540 E. Australia is separated from Indonesia by the Timor and
the Arafura seas; from Papua New Guinea by the Torres Strait; from the Coral Sea Islands
Territory by the Great Barrier Reef; from New Zealand by the Tasman Sea and from Antarctica
by the Indian Ocean. The territory of Australia (including Tasmania) is about eight million square
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kilometers. The western part of Australia forms a plateau which occupies half of the continent.
The Central Lowlands, a great part of which is very dry, lie between the Western Australian plateau
and Eastern Highlands. Through the eastern part of these central Lowlands run Australia’s greatest
rivers, the Murray and the Darling. Australia has several different climatic regions, from warm to
subtropical and tropical. The climate in the west is very dry and more than half of Australia gets
very little rain. There are two hot deserts in the central and western parts of the continent. Tropical
forests are situated in the north-east because the winds from the sea bring heavy rainfalls. The
tropical forests are displaced by savanna or grassland. In the south-east and on the sides of the
mountains there are forests of eucalyptus and other ever-green trees.

The native animals of Australia include some of the strangest mammal on the earth, such as
the kangaroo, koala, wombat and Tasmanian devil, all of which carry their young in stomach
pouches. Australia’s bird life includes a great variety of parrots, the lyrebirds, with its unusual
plumage, the brush turkey, and other interesting species.

Australia, officially the Commonwealth of Australia, is the federal state within the
Commonwealth of Nations. Formally the head of the state is the King or Queen of England
represented by the Governor-General. The Commonwealth of Australia consists of six states and
two territories: New South Walles (the capital is Sydney), Victoria (Melbourne), Queensland
(Brisbane), South Australia (Adelaide), Western Australia (Perth), Tasmania (Hobart), Northern
Territory (Darwin), Australian Capital Territory (Canberra).

Australia
also leads the world in mining bauxite, while Australian oil fields produce only about two-thirds
of what the country needs. The rest is imported. Today, manufactured goods account for 25 per
cent of Australia’s gross national exports. The largest manufacturing industries are those that make
steel, automobiles, machinery, chemicals, and electronic equipment.

Ecologists call the Great Barrier Reef one of the seven natural wonders of the world.
Biologists classify it as the largest living organism on earth. Geographers describe it as the largest
coral reef in the world. This vast coral reef forms an almost continuous wall off the eastern shore
of Australia, from the Torres Strait to the Tropic of Capricon.

Political System of Australia

Australia is a huge state including the whole continent and several islands. Its area,
natural peculiarities (numerous deserts), multinational population (the aboriginal
people and descendants of immigrants from different countries), and the colonial
past require rational political system.

Australia is an autonomy member of the Commonwealth of Nations. Therefore, the
British monarch is thought to be its official head. The monarch appoints the
Governor-General, his or her representative. Nevertheless, it does not limit the
independence of internal legislative, executive, and judicial power.

The Constitution determines the state structure. According to it, Australia is a
federation: all its subjects (states and territories) have local public authorities. They
are subordinated to the central ones in external affairs and law but administrate their
education, healthcare, transport, etc. by themselves.

The Parliament formed by the Senate and the House of Representatives realizes
legislature. Local branches of political parties elect senators for 6 years. People elect
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members of the House of Representatives by the direct democratic voting for 3
years. Bills pass through the Parliament debates to become laws.

Prime Minister, together with the Cabinet of Australia, perform executive power.
Usually, Prime Minister is a leader of the most supported party in the Parliament. He
chooses other Ministers (of healthcare, defense, environment, information, etc.) who
control all the spheres of the country’s life.

There are federal and state courts in Australia. The main instance of the federal
judicial power is the High Court examining some criminal cases, as well as cases
associated with violations of the Constitution, and disagreements between the state

subjects.

Canada has an area of nearly ten million square kilometres. It is the second largest country in

area after Russia.

Its land boundaries are along the United States of America in the South and along Alaska
(USA) in the North-West.

Its western coast is washed by the Pacific Ocean and its eastern coast is washed by the Atlantic
Ocean. In the North it is washed by the Arctic Ocean. And through the Arctic Ocean Canada
stretches to the North Pole. This makes Canada the northernmost country in the world.



The country is very big and occupies the territory from the Great Lakes in the South to the
Arctic Circle in the North. So, it has many different types of land: arctic tundra, mountains, forests,
central plains and vast prairies, high plains, fjords, lakes and rivers, islands and even a desert.

There are many islands in the North — the best known is Victoria Island.

Canada is so big that a former prime minister of Canada, Mackenzie King, once said that
Canada had "too much geography"... And he was certainly right.

The Rocky Mountains and the Coast Mountains run along the Pacific coast.

The Western Cordillera is famous for the country’s highest mountain, Mount Logan, 5,951
metres high. It is situated on the territory of Yukon.

In Labrador and parallel to the eastern coast of Canada there are also mountains. Labrador is
a peninsula on the eastern coast of Canada. Some mountains are also on the island of Baffin Land.

Almost half of the territory of Canada is occupied by the Canadian Shield. It is a huge area
which has a shape of a horse-shoe. It stretches around the Hudson Bay from Labrador coast to the
St. Lawrence lowlands. The Canadian shield is:

o the largest natural region in Canada;
e the world’s largest freshwater island;
« the most sparsely populated territory in Canada.

Geographers gave this region its name because they thought its shape was like a shield.

It is peculiar that water is everywhere in Canada. This country contains more freshwater than
any other country — 25 per cent of the world’s resources.

Apart from the oceans on its sides, Canada is a country of lakes. It has seven of the world’s
largest lakes (some shared with the US). The province of Ontario alone has 400,000 lakes, big and
small, so many that we can hardly count them.

The Great Lakes are situated along the boundary between Canada and the USA. They include
5 lakes:

e the Huron

o the Ontario

« the Michigan (this lake is on the territory of the USA)
o the Erie

e the Superior

For you to remember their names better, keep in mind the combination of letters — H, O, M,
E and S (HOMES) — where H stands for the Huron, O stands for the Ontario etc.

There are three larger lakes such as:
o Great Bear Lake
e Great Slave Lake
o Lake Winnipeg
In addition to the lakes Canada has three of 20 world’s largest rivers.
o the St. Lawrence River

o the Mackenzie
e the Yukon
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All of them flow into three different oceans: the St. Lawrence River flows into the Atlantic
Ocean, the Mackenzie flows into the Arctic Ocean from the Rocky Mountains and the Yukon
flows into the Pacific Ocean.

Besides these three, there are also the Nelson and the Saskatchewan.

Niagara Falls are one of the most wonderful sights in the world. They are located on the
Niagara River between the province of Ontario in Canada and the state of New York in the USA
(see page 89).

Since Canada is so big and stretches for thousands of kilometres it has many climatic regions
with their own weather conditions.

Winter in Canada lasts from four to five months with heavy snowfalls. There is much rain in
the east and west but less in the central area. The north of the country, near the Arctic, is tundra
with great forests to the South. The central plains form the prairies — a large area of grass-covered
land.

There are many trees in this country — forests cover around 25 per cent of its land. Plant life
is different and depends much on climate and land. Most common trees are sugar maple, beech,
balsam poplar, fir, yellow pine, hemlock and cedar.

The maple tree has become the most prominent Canadian symbol. Its leaf can be found on the
Flag of Canada, its coat of arms, coins and many other things.

The animals in the country have very much in common with those of Northern Europe and
Asia. There is the beaver, the sable, the wolverine, the brown bear, the elk, the polar bear, the
buffalo, the lemming and the grizzly bear.

The beaver became the official emblem of Canada in 1975.

The country has such mineral resources as iron ore, nickel, zinc, copper, gold, diamonds,
silver, coal, natural gas.

Forests (with timber) and rivers (with hydropower stations and fish) and its wildlife are other
important natural resources there.

Canada is one of the world’s largest exporters of agricultural products (wheat, meat, dairy
products, some kinds of fruit, especially apples.

Political life in Canada.
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Canada is a self-governing federal state and a member of the British Commonwealth of
Nations. The form of the government of Canada is a constitutional monarchy. It is ruled by a
parliamentary system but formally the head of the state is the King or Queen of the UK, and the
appointed Governor-General is the monarch’s representative who is named by the Canadian
Cabinet. However, the Governor-General performs only certain and symbolic tasks and the
leading figure in political life of the country is the Prime Minister.

The federal parliament consists of the Senate and the House of Commons. The Senate
numbers 104 members. It works about the same way as the British House of Lords. The senators
are not elected, they are appointed by the Governor-General on the Prime Minister’s
recommendation. Senators have little power because they cannot write new laws. Senators can
only approve and reject the laws passed by the House of Commons. Senators can serve until they
retire at the age of 75. The head of the Senate is the Speaker.

The House of Commons has 295 members elected by universal suffrage for five years. The
people of Canada elect members of the House of Commons. To vote in national elections a
person must be at least 18 years old and a Canadian citizen. Canada is headed by the Prime
Minister usually the leader of the party which has the majority in the House of Commons.

The ministers are members of the House of Commons but the Prime Minister may name one
minister from the Senate. The Prime Minister is responsible to the House of Commons. The
Parliament operates on the principle of responsible government. The executive comprises the
Prime Minister and his cabinet.

Canada also has many courts. In the courts judges deal with people accused of breaking the
laws. The judges are appointed by the Prime Minister. They serve until they retire. As in the
USA, people who are unhappy with the judges decision can take their case to a higher court. The
highest court in Canada is the Supreme Court. It decides the most important cases in the country.

In all the provinces there is a legislative assembly elected by people for five years. The seat of
the Federal Parliament and government is Ottawa, the federal capital. The legislative assemblies
and governments of the provinces have their seat in the provincial capitals. In provinces, the
sovereign is represented by a lieutenant-governor. The head of the government of a province is
called a premier; the head of the government of a territory is called a commissioner. The
provincial legislatures are responsible for education, property and civil rights, the administration
of justice, the hospital system, natural resources, social security, health and municipal
institutions.

Canada’s constitution is partly written and partly unwritten. The main written part of it is the
Constitution Act of 1982. It includes the British North America Act of 1867 and its
amendments. It also includes the Charter of Rights and Freedoms and laws and judicial
decisions. The unwritten part is based on usage and customs, including the Cabinet system of
government.

There are many political parties in Canada. The most important are the Liberal party, the
Progressive Conservative, the New Democratic Party of Canada shortened as the NDP, and
the Bloc Quebecois. The Liberal party and the Progressive Conservative party or the
Conservative party of Canada are the oldest and the largest parties. The leader of the Liberal
party is Justin Trudeau, who is also the Prime Minister of Canada since 2015.

State symbols.
Symbols of Canada: frag, coat of arms and anthem.
1) FLAG

On the flag of Canada: Three vertical bands: white in the middle twice as wide as the red ones
on the edges. Red maple leaf in the center of the flag on a white strip

The meaning of the flag of Canada: The flag symbolizes two oceans, washing the Canadian
coasts - Pacific and Atlantic - and the country enclosed between them. A maple leaf should
emphasize the unity of a nation. Red - the color of the cross of St. George, symbolizes Britain.
White is the color of the French monarchy.
THE HISTORY OF THE FLAG of Canada
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In the first decades of the development of Canada (from the end of the 15th century and until
the 1520s), the flag of this territory was the English flag depicting the cross of St. George. Later,
when Canada became the possession of the King of France, the flag of the French Orleans
dynasty with royal lilies was used. In the 1620's. Canada again falls under the influence of
Britain and uses the flag of Great Britain as a flag. In 1707, the flag of Canada is Red Insign (red
sea flag with the British flag in the canton), later renamed the Canadian Red Insign. It served as
the "calling card” of Canada and after the formation of the dominion in 1867 - this flag was used
by Canadians until the middle of the XX century. In 1925, a committee was established to
develop the national flag. But only in 1964, (when more than 2,600 design options were
presented), the new national flag was approved by the Canadian Parliament and approved by
Queen Elizabeth I1. The first flag raising took place on February 15, 1965. According to one
legend, the maple leaf became the symbol of Canada under the following circumstances. In
1860, the Prince of Wales first visited Canada. In Toronto, the meeting of the high guest was
planned. The population of the city was preparing to meet the prince with his national symbols.
So, English emigrants brought roses, Scottish - branches of a thistle (the symbol of Scotland).
However, for the children of emigrants born in Canada, the symbol was not found, since the only
Canadian symbol was a beaver. However, at the end of the 1830s the Baptist Society of St. John
in Quebec adopted the maple leaf as a symbol of its Society. He was offered to carry Canadians
at a meeting with Prince Wales. Red and white colors became official colors of Canada after
their approval by King George V on November 21, 1921.

2) THE SHIELD

The three lions in the first quarter represent the ties to England, they could possibly date back to
King Richard I, "The Lion-Hearted", who carried with him, during the Crusades, a shield with
three gold lions on a red background. The second quarter contains the Royal Lion of Scotland, in
it we can see a red lion rearing up on it's left foot, contained in a red double border with fleurs-
de-lis on the corners and centre outside of the border, this emblem was used by Alexander 11l
who created the independent nation of Scotland. The golden harp with white strings is the Royal
Irish Harp of Tara, Henry VIII, after his victory in Ireland had the Pope send the harp of Tara to
England where he had it's likeness emblazoned on his royal shield, it remains the symbol of
Ireland. On July 24, 1534, Jaques Cartier landed at Gaspe, erected a cross and claimed Canada
for France, this symbol of the Royal Fleurs-de-lis of France was engraved in that cross and
represents the first heraldic symbol raised in Canada. The three maple leaves are a genuinely
Canadian symbol and were put into the shield to ensure that the Coat of Arms was unmistakably
Canadian.

3) ANTHEM

History of the national anthem

After a hundred years of tradition, "O Canada" was proclaimed Canada's national anthem in
1980. The music for "O Canada" was composed in 1880 by Calixa Lavallée — a well-known
composer at the time — and the French lyrics were written by Sir Adolphe-Basile Routhier. As
the song became more and more popular, many English versions were written over the years ,
including one based on a poem written in 1908 by The Honourable Robert Stanley Weir. It was
Weir's lyrics that became the official English version in 1980. On January 31, 2018 legislation
was passed to change the English lyrics from “True patriot love in all thy sons command” to
“True patriot love in all of us command,” to make it gender neutral. Read the full history of "O
Canada", and learn about the lives of the people behind the anthem.

Timing and etiquette for anthem use

There is no specific rule as to when it is appropriate to sing the national anthem at an event. It is
up to the organizers to determine if "O Canada” will be sung at the beginning or at the end of a
ceremony. If two anthems are to be played at the beginning of an event, "O Canada" should be
played first followed by the other one. When anthems are played at the end of an event, "O
Canada" should be played last. As a matter of respect and tradition, it is proper to stand for the
playing of "O Canada"; this is also the case for the anthem of any other nation. It is traditional
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for civilian men to take off their hats during the playing of the national anthem. Women and
children do not remove their hats on such occasions. There is no law or behaviour governing the
playing of the national anthem; it is left to the good citizenship of individuals.

The economy of the country.

Canada was basically founded as a money-making scheme. In the 17th century, when North
America was first being colonized by the French and British, the northern half of the continent
was considered an alluring place because of all the furry woodland creatures it contained, since
beautiful, glossy furs were one of the most desired possessions of wealthy Europeans of the
time. For centuries, the early Canadian colonies thrived under a simple economic system known
as the fur trade, where hunters gathered and sold animal skins under the employment of large
fur corporations — mostly the Hudson’s Bay Company — who then used their profits to
purchase land and build trading posts in new areas where even more fur could be found.

As European settlers moved west from the St. Lawerence River region, they discovered Canada
was full of lots of other things they could harvest and sell too,

including lumber, fish, coal, iron, gold, and silver, which helped spawn

powerful fishing, timber, and mining industries. The development of farms in arable regions,
meanwhile, yielded ample harvests of wheat and other grains as well

as meat and dairy products from raising livestock. Originally, much of Canada’s resource
bounty was sold to Britain and France, the colonial rulers. But as the years went on, it soon
became more logical and profitable for Canada to do most of its trade with the United States —
which was considerably closer — or simply among cities and provinces within Canada itself.

The industrial revolution of the late 19 and early 20th centuries introduced all sorts of exciting
new machines to the world, and saw Canadians begin to develop a robust manufacturing sector,
with giant factories able to transform raw natural resources into useful high-tech things

like paper, cloth, steel, chemicals, and automobiles, while dams and derricks enabled the
production of new commodities like hydroelectricity, oil, and natural gas. In the decades
following World War 11 (1939-1945), the Canadian economy shifted dramatically once again as
industrial profits were invested into higher wages and taxes, and social services. A growth

of schools, particularly affordable colleges and universities, produced a more educated
population able to pursue office work and largely abandon manual labour in factories and farms,
while Canadian corporations sought larger profits by outsourcing manufacturing jobs to cheaper
workers in poorer countries. By the dawn of the 21st century, Canada had become an integrated
part of a thoroughly globalized economy in which Canadian workers now only produce goods
and services that cannot be produced cheaper in some other country. This has made life more
affordable for many Canadians, but has come at the cost of eliminating many traditional sources
of Canadian employment.

National traditions of New Zealand, habits and characteristics of local residents
New Zealand is amazing, mysterious and sometimes even incomprehensible to a resident of
Europe or the States. However, New Zealand culture has become what it is now due to a mixture
of diametrically opposed cultures of the Maori tribe and Western Europeans, in particular, the
British. For a long time, colonies of Great Britain flourished on the territory of the islands, which
was the reason why the official language here is English, and Catholics, Anglicans and
Presbyterians predominate among the inhabitants.
In New Zealand, the enslavement of local residents by Europeans did not happen - largely due to
this, there is such a peaceful mood in the country. In January 1840, the British and the
indigenous Maorians signed an agreement on peaceful coexistence in the lands of New Zealand -
the day went down in history as the Treaty of Waitangi Day and is now revered as one of the
most beloved holidays. Nature is another important value in the life of a New Zealander, besides
human relationships. So, if you come here, kindly honor the natural wealth of this marvelous
land, do not violate cleanliness and do not damage nature. So you will certainly get the location
of the locals.
Cheerfulness, kindness, incredible hospitality - these are the key concepts in the morality of the
New Zealander. The locals are always ready to help, suggest, console. Their light nature is not
devoid of self-irony, and they sometimes jokingly call each other "kiwi". Modern New
Zealanders inherited from the Maori a passion for tattoos, not only on the body, but also on the
face. Each tattoo carries an important meaning. Do not be surprised if you see a person on the
street, on whose face and body there is no living place - this is the norm here. As significant as
tattoos, a tree and work with it becomes a phenomenon in the life of the islanders. Craftsmen
make furniture, kitchen utensils, charms and ritual masks.
Among the traditions of the island state, it is also worth highlighting the haka dance - the
heritage of the Maori. Tribal residents used it without fail before a fight with the enemy. Men
perform sharp, aggressive movements, sing battle songs, thereby warming themselves up before
the battle. It is believed that the representatives of the stronger sex at the time of the performance
of this dance ceremony enter into a trance. The dance has not become obsolete over the
centuries, and is now used by teams before football, volleyball and other ball games and in
general any sports competitions.
Interestingly, in New Zealand there are three equivalent official languages - English, Maori and
sign language of the deaf and dumb. New Zealanders have a tea party every day from 16:45 to
17:15, and no one will be able to disturb them at this moment. The most important events in the
life of the islanders are usually celebrated not inside the home, but on the streets. Women and
men have the same rights in all spheres of life. Coming out of public transport, you should thank
the driver - this way you will observe the local tradition of goodwill.
Family plays an important role in the life of a New Zealander. They take marriage especially
seriously. Marriage is to be concluded once and for all. The marriage ceremony is also curious,
during which a noose of rope is hung around the neck of the young, which is a symbol of the
eternal connection of their souls. This custom also came to the modern world from the Maori
tribe. Lovers from all over the world come to New Zealand to get married here according to
Maori tribal customs.
New Zealanders love sports and all sorts of activities in general - this cannot be taken away from
them. The national sport is rugby, and the current team is recognized as the strongest in the entire
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globe. Motor sports, regattas, football, swimming - whatever the New Zealanders do, and,
moreover, extremely successfully. And a real tradition among the locals - however, visitors are
also not averse to tickling their nerves - is extreme sports. Climbing the highest point in the
Southern Hemisphere - a television tower - is it weak? How about a ride on the New Zealand
swing, which is located on a forty-meter crane?
