“Veliky Novgorod”
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Veliky Novgorod one of the most ancient cities of Russia located in its NorthWest, near the site

where the Volkhov river takes its waters from Lake llmen, emerged as a political center of Slavic and
FinoUgric tribes in the mid9th century, while as a town it was formed in the middle
of the 10th century. The history of Novgorod is closely linked with all major stages in the life of the
Russian state. In those times, when the statehood of Rus was just in the making, the Novgorodians invited
Scandinavian prince Rurik to keep law and order, thus giving birth to the prince Rurik dynasty that ruled
over all Russian lands throughout more than 750 years.
In the early 10th century, war campaigns of the Novgorodians against Constantinople to secure
equal trade with Bizantine resulted in the integration of East Slavic tribes into the ancient Kievan
Russian state. The adoption of Christianity at the close of the tenth century turned Novgorod into a
powerful ecclesiastical center. The efforts of Novgorod Bishops in spreading and promoting the
Orthodoxy were given high credit in the mid12th century when they were elevated to the ranks of
Archbishops which made the Bishops Chair of Novgorod the most powerful in the Russian Orthodoxy.
The right of Novgorod to select its own princes, that was granted in the middle of the twelfth century,
attracted princes to the Novgorod throne. This provided favorable conditions to maintain the unity of
Russian lands tending to be feudally divided, while the annexation of the Novgorod republic to the
Moscow Principality at the end of the 15th century resulted in the united Russian State with Moscow as
the capital. Throughout many centuries, Novgorod was a political center of vast territories stretching up
from the Baltic lands and Finland in the West to the northern Urals in the East. It was also one of the
greatest international trade centers on the BalticVolga commercial route that tied northern Europe with
Asia as early as the mid 8th century. Novgorod is the cradle of Russian republican and democratic
traditions. In the course of over 600 years, up till 1478, all vital decisions on its life and foreign policy
were taken by the "veche" an ancient parliament comprising the representatives of the town aristocracy
families.
At crucial times of Novgorod's history, every citizen took part in the veche. The republic's special
political structure, spiritual freedom and territorial independence were highly favorable to the evolution of
culture and art. Novgorod was one of Russia's major centers of literacy and book production. As far back
as in the 30s of the 11th century, by the will of the great Prince Yaroslav The Wise, Novgorod saw the
first school to train three hundred children at a time. First of all, you will be fascinated by the cathedral of
St. Sophia, the Holy Wisdom of God the oldest surviving Russian stone monument. It was built in 1045.
The powerful monolithic massive structure of the monument still dominates not only the Kremlin, but the
whole historic downtown
of Novgorod. In the interior of this palladion your attention will be drawn by the unique
historically formed iconostases, ancient mural paintings, icons national relics of Russia
(including the famous icon of the 12th century Virgin of the Sign, that was returned back to the
cathedral in 1991, when divine services were resumed here), and other relics of Byzantine,
Western Europe and Russian art. In the course of hundreds of years the Cathedral of St. Sophia
was a center of the clergical, political and cultural life of ancient Novgorod.
You are always welcome at the expositions and exhibitions of one of the most ancient and
richest museums of Russia  Novgorod State United Museum, that offers visitors a unique
collection of historic, cultural and art relics.

The largest department store is situated near my house and it houses everything from bags to
household gadgets and bed-linen. On the ground floor of it there is a spectacular food hall decorated with
tiles, which has splendid displays of fish, cheese , meat and other products; other departments include
china and glass, electronics and kitchenware. This department store is well-stocked and has a gorgeous
selection of different goods.

Fast food
makes you fat, that is why Americans are the fattest people in the world.

In recent years eating habits have undergone a change. People are encouraged to eat less fat and more
fibre. Fat is believed to be one of the major causes of obesity and heart disease. Salads, beans and fruit
have taken place of steak and ice cream. The fashion for healthy food is growing all the time.

Many people feel they are too fat, even if their doctors disagree. And a lot of people try to improve
their fitness. There are a lot of ways to lose weight and avoid gaining it. Perhaps, the most popular of
them is following a diet.

When
we have a headache, a stomach ache, a sore throat, a cold, or a pain in some parts of the body, we call a
doctor. He takes our temperature and our pulse. He examines our heart, our lungs, our stomach or the part
where we have pain, and tells us what the matter is with us. The doctor prescribes medicine, and gives us
a prescription, which we take to the chemist's, who makes up the medicine. If you follow the doctor's
orders, you get better; if you disobey the doctor, you may get worse, and even die. We must obey the
doctor, if we want to get better. If we have a temperature, we must stay in bed and take the medicine he
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prescribes. If we cannot get better at home we must go to hospital. If we are too ill to walk, we go to
hospital in the ambulance. After our illness we can go to a sanatorium until we are strong again.

All over the world people of different ages are very fond of sports and games. Sport not only helps
people to become strong and to develop physically but also makes them more organized and better
disciplined in their daily activities. It makes for a healthy mind in a healthy body. Sports help people to
keep in good health.

Regular exercise gives you more energy. That is why many people who suffer from general tiredness
should take more exercise than more rest. Exercise makes you feel and look better. The best exercise is
one which involves in repeated movements, those are: walking, jogging or swimming.

Geographical position

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland (the UK) occupies the British Isles and
consists of 4 parts: England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland. The country has the population of 60
million people within the land area of 244 thousand square kilometers. The isles are washed by the
Atlantic Ocean in the north and in the west and by the English Channel in the south. The UK is separated
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from continental Europe by the North Sea. Great Britain is separated from Northern Ireland by the Irish
Sea and the North Channel. There are many beautiful lakes and mountains in Scotland and England. The
highest point in the Highlands is Ben Nevis (1 340 metres). The longest river flows in England, it is the
Severn. The main attraction in the north of England is the Lake District. Thanks to the warm waters of
Gulf Stream the island is very green and the British climate is mild. Local summers are rather hot and
winters are not cold. As the weather is very changeable in Britain, it is the favourite topic for discussion
with the British. The capital of Great Britain is London. It stands on the Thames river. The country is a
constitutional monarchy and officially the Queen is the Head of state. But it is ruled by the Prime Minister
and the government. The legislative body is the Parliament which consists of the House of Lords and the
House of Commons. The UK is a highly developed industrial state. The chief industries are shipbuilding,
fishing and mining, production of aircraft equipment, electronics, textile and chemicals. The country is
the world’s largest exporter of iron and steel goods. The most important industrial cities of Great Britain
are London, Birmingham, Manchester, Glasgow, Liverpool, Leeds, Edinburgh. A lot of famous people
were born and lived in Great Britain. Among them are Shakespeare, Newton, Churchill, Paul McCartney,
Joanne Rowling, Sting, David Beckham and many others.

Climate. Flora. Fauna

The climate in Great Britain is generally mild and temperate, due to the influence of the Gulf Stream. The
southwestern winds carry the warmth and moisture into Britain. The climate in Britain is usually
described as cool, temperate and humid. British people say: "Other countries have a climate, in England
we have weather." The weather in Britain changes very quickly. One day may be fine and the next day
may be wet. The morning may be warm and the evening may be cool. Therefore it is natural for the
people to use the comparison "as changeable as the weather” for a person who often changes his or her
mood or opinion about something. The weather is the favourite topic of conversation in Britain. When
two Brits are introduced to each other, if they can't think of anything else to talk about, they will talk
about weather. When two people meet in the street, they will often say something weather-related as they
pass, just to show

their friendliness. Britain was originally a land of vast forests, mainly oak and beech in the Lowlands and
pine and birch in the Highlands, with broad stretches of marshland and smaller areas of moors. Over the
course of time, much of the forest land was cleared and almost all Lowlands outside the industrial areas
were cultivated. Today only about 6 per cent of the total land area remains wooded. Extensive forests
remain in eastern and northern Scotland and in southeastern and western England. Oak, elm, ash, and
beech are the commonest trees in England, while Scotland has a lot of pine and birch. The Highlands are
largely moorland with heather, grasses and shallow soil. In the cultivated areas that make up most of
Britain, there are many wild flowers, flowering plants and grasses. The fauna or animal life of Britain is
much like that of northwestern Europe, which the UK used to be a part of. Many larger mammals such as
bear and wolf have been hunted to extinction, while others are now protected by law. In addition, there
are many foxes. Otters are common along rivers and streams, and seals live along much of the coast.
Hedgehogs, hares, rabbits, rats and mice are numerous. Deer live in some of the forests in the Highlands
of Scotland and England. Some 230 species of birds live in Britain, and another 200 varieties are regular
visitors, many are songbirds. The most numerous are blackbirds, sparrow and starling. Robin Redbreast is
the national bird of Britain. The number of ducks, geese and other water fowl has diminished during
recent years. There are many threats to both the wildlife and ecological balance around the coast. The
biggest threat to the coastline is pollution. Even much-loved Blackpool is not officially safe. More than
3.500 million tons of industrial waste is pumped into the North Sea every year. "We cannot continue to
use our seas as a dustbin and expect our coastline to survive,” says Greenpeace. Many other ecological
problems may be caused by privatization of the coast. Many of the rivers are "biologically dead"”, and
therefore unable to support fish and wildlife.

Traditional English Food

Traditional English food has been greatly influenced by other national cuisines in recent years. Despite
this fact, if you travel to Britain, you can still be served up traditional English dishes in a

restaurant or at a hotel. A typical English breakfast is usually quite big and substantial. It includes pork
sausages, bacon and eggs, tomatoes, baked beans, mushrooms and a toast. Some people enjoy porridge,
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fruit and yogurt in the morning, followed by a toast and jam, or orange marmalade. A traditional breakfast
drink is tea, which British people prefer having with cold milk. Another popular morning drink is orange
juice. For many Englishmen lunch is a fast meal. In big cities there are a lot of sandwich bars where
office clerks can choose all sorts of sandwiches with meat, fish, chicken, ham, prawns, eggs, cheese,
vegetables and lettuce. English pubs also serve good food for lunch, hot and cold. Quite a lot of workers
go to famous “fish and chips shops™ and buy their favourite deep fried cod or haddock with French fries.
A lot of Englishmen drink their 5 o’clock tea. It’s a traditional light meal after work. People enjoy their
favourite teas with cookies, cakes, freshly baked sweet buns, scones and other pastries. British people eat
their evening meal at about 7 o’clock, when all members of the family are at home together. As a rule, a
typical dinner is meat and vegetables. It can be roast chicken or lamb with potatoes, or steamed
vegetables with meat gravy. For dessert, English wives cook various puddings and serve them with ice-
cream or jam. On Sundays British families like to sit together at the table enjoying roast beef, lamb or
chicken, served with Yorkshire pudding and dressed with English mustard, apple sauce, cranberry sauce
or mint sauce.

Russia is a democratic federative state based on rule of law and a republican form of government. State
power in Russia is exercised by the President, the Federal Assembly, the Government and the courts. One
of the basic principles of constitutional government is the division of powers. In accordance with this
principle, power must not be concentrated in the hands of one person or one institution, but must be

49



divided among the legislative, executive and judicial branches of power. The division of powers requires
that there be a clear delineation of responsibilities and a system of checks and balances so that each
branch of power can offset the others. The President is at the summit of the system of state power. He
ensures that all the state institutions are able to carry out their responsibilities and keeps watching over
them to ensure that no institution can encroach on another's prerogatives, attempt to usurp power in the
country or take over another's powers. The president of Russia is the government’s chief executive, head
of state, and most powerful official. The president is elected by the people to serve a four-year term. The
president, with the approval of the lower house of parliament, appoints a prime minister to serve as head
of government. The prime minister is the top-ranking official of a Council of Ministers (cabinet). The
council carries out the operations of the government. Each institution of state power is only partially
responsible for enforcing the Constitution. Only the President has the responsibility of safeguarding the
state system, the state's sovereignty and integrity overall. This is the guarantee that the other state
institutions and officials can exercise their powers in a normal constitutional fashion. The President's
place in the state power system is tied to his constitutional prerogatives regarding, above all, the executive
branch of power. Legally, the President is distanced from all the branches of power, but he nonetheless
remains closer to the executive branch. This closeness is reflected in the specific constitutional powers the
President exercises as head of state. The origins of this constitutional situation lie in the particularities of
the way the government is formed in Russia. The Constitution does not link the process of forming a
government to the distribution of seats in parliament among the different political parties and fractions. In
other words» the party with the majority in parliament could form the government, but the government
does not have to be formed according to this principle. Both approaches would be in keeping with the
Constitution. But a situation where the governments makeup does not reflect the parliamentary majority
can be a source of problems for many aspects of the executive branch's work, especially law-making.
Such problems could reduce the effectiveness of the executive branch's work and make it unable to
resolve pressing tasks. In order to overcome such a situation, the Constitution gives the President a
number of powers that he can use on, an ongoing basis to influence the government's work. These powers
include approving the structure of the federal executive bodies of power, appointing deputy prime
ministers and ministers, the right to preside government meetings, exercise control over the lawfulness of
the government's action, and direct subordination of the security ministries to the President. The President
has the right to dismiss the government or to accept the Prime Ministers resignation, which automatically
entails the resignation of the government as a whole. The President works with two consultative bodies —
the Security Council and the State Council. The President chairs these two councils. The system of
Presidential power includes the Presidential Plenipotentiary Envoys in the Federal Districts.

The national symbols of Russia are a part of the cultural heritage of the country which has given the
country its national identity. The official and non-official symbols play an important role in formation of
a country and a nation’s image; they build up its recognition. Symbols of Russia and Russians are quite
diverse. There are only three official, i.e. authorized by law, symbols of the state — the flag, emblem and
anthem. But there are a lot of informal symbols, which are often much more famous and popular.

I’d like to tell you about these symbols of Russia. At first official symbols:

1. National Flag of Russia

The national flag of Russia is a tri color flag-white color which lies on the top, blue in the middle and red
on the bottom. White stands for nobility and frankness; blue symbolizes loyalty, honesty, chastity and
scarlet represents self-sacrifice, generosity and love. While some Russians believe that red means the
land, blue stands for sky, and white symbolizes heaven. The current Russian flag was adopted on August
21, 1991 just before the country became an independent state. Most historians trace the origin of Russia’s
flag to Peter the Great. In 1699, out of hundreds of different flags, Peter selected the flag similar to the
flag of the Netherlands — white, blue and red flag. His design was used as a Russian maritime flag for
merchant ships and then it was adopted as the civil flag of Russia in 1883.

2. Two-headed Eagle
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The two-headed eagle first appeared in Russia, during the time of Moscovia, in the 15th century. Two-
headed eagle has been the symbol of the monarchy of Russia for more than four hundred years. But with
the advent of Russian revolution and dethroning of the Tsar Empire, it was on the verge of extinction. In
1993, under the initiative of President Boris Yeltsin it was again adopted on 30th November 1993. The
two heads of the eagle stand for the two parts of vast Russian empire — European and Asian, which are
believed to be an important part of the country of Russia. There are three historical crowns of Peter the
Great above the two-headed eagle (they are symbols of the sovereignty both in Russia as a whole and in
its parts). The eagle holds in claws sceptre and orb as embodiment of State power and united state. On its
chest there is a horseman — Russian St. George — who is killing an evil snake with his spear. That is one
of the oldest symbols of victory of Russia against all its enemies, symbol of the struggle of good against
evil, light against gloom.

3. National Anthem of Russia

For a long time Russia had no anthem. The various church hymns and military marches were used to
honour the Russia up to 1816, when the “Monuta pycckux‘ («Prayer of the Russians») by Russian poet
V. Zhukovskii was chosen as the national anthem. The second official anthem “Boxe, naps xpanu was
presented in 1833, on December 25th , when the nation celebrated the expulsion of the French from
Russia. That anthem existed until the October revolution of 1917 and was replaced to the new anthem of
the victorious proletarian revolution — «International» — in 1918. In 1944, the national anthem of Russia
was accepted. The music was composed by Alexander Alexandrov and the lyrics were written by Russian
Federalist Sergey Mikhalkov. After the collapse of the Soviet Union, in 1993, a government commission
and President Yeltsin offered a new national anthem “ITarpuotndeckas necus* («Patriotic Songy») by M.
Glinka. However this anthem was unpopular and didn’t inspire Russians. People preferred the old Soviet
anthem instead of it. Foreigners have many stereotypes about Russian life. The stereotypical
understanding is that Russia is a faraway, snowy country, where one must wear a furcoat and valenki (felt
boots), people do nothing but drink vodka and play balalaikas, while bears are leaving their forest homes
to go walking down village streets. However, the reality of our life is very far from this idyllic myth:
balalaikas, bears, and felt boots have more or less become symbols of Russia rather than attributes of
everyday life.

Non-official symbols of Russia

MATRESHKA

Matryoshka is the most famous symbol of Russia and the most popular Russian souvenir all around the
World. It is a set of wooden dolls nested into each other. The painted image on them is most often a
woman wearing traditional Russian costume decorated with flowers and patterns. It seems that the
matryoshka has come to us from the antic world of legends and fairy tales, though in reality the wooden
doll is only about hundred years in existence. Matryoshka was first made in Russia at the end of the 19th
century (precisely in the 1880s), when Russia was experiencing a rising sense of culture and national
identity. The industrialist and patron of the arts, Savva Mamontov, established a Children’s Education
workshop where Russian folk craftsmen produced a variety of folk-art style toys for children and
developed the idea of the creation of a new Russian style. Once somebody has brought a funny Japanese
figurine of a bald-headed old man Fukuruma, which consisted of seven other figurines nestled one
another. It was made on the island of Honshu, Japan in the late 1800s by an unknown Russian monk.
With the arrival of the Russian-Japanese «Fukurumay the craftman V. Zvezdochkin and artist S.Maliutin
were inspired to create a new Russian folk art doll — matryoshka. In April of 1900, matryoshka was
represented at the World fair in Paris, where it won the bronze medal and worldwide fame. The name
«matryoshka» comes from the Russian word for “mother” — «matb» (the Latin root “mater “- mother).
Matryoshka has come to mean “little mother” based on the idea that the largest doll holds her babies
inside like an expectant mother and that each daughter in turn becomes a mother. So matryoshka is a
symbol of motherhood and it has a modified egg shape.

VALENKI

Valenki, or felt boots, are Russian national footwear. They are traditionally made of milled fleece, and
each pair requires at least a kilogram of fleece that must undergo a long processing treatment. It must be
combed out, made into thin strips of felt, shaped, boiled, and dried out. In the old times, the centre for
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valenki production was Ouglich, a small city in the Upper Volga area; currently, this footwear is made all
over Russia. In the 18th century, felt boots were an expensive, luxury gift: Peter the First and Catherine
the Great ordered specially made valenki for their personal wardrobes. Soviet leaders such as Lenin,
Stalin, Khrushchyov, and Marshall Zhukov also appreciated valenki. Today, valenki are still irreplaceable
as footwear in the countryside and in the army: felt can resist — 40 °C (40 °F) freeze and protect the
soldiers’ feet in combat.

BALALAIKA

The balalaika is a plucking string instrument that resembles a guitar, but has a triangular shape and only
three strings (or two in some cases). Today the balalaika has disappeared from Russians’ everyday life
almost completely. There aren’t many people left who can play it — not to mention, only professional
musicians in Russian folk music ensembles. The first mention of the term «balalaika» was in a Russian
document from 1688 — balalaika was used by Russian peasants, skomorohki, or wandering minstrels. It
existed in various forms with triangular and oval bodies, differing numbers of strings, and movable tied-
on string frets, and was mainly used for playing dance tunes. The modern variant of instrument —
standardized, three-string chromatic triangular-bodied balalaika with fixed metal frets and other
innovations — was created back in 1880 by Vasilii Andreev.

SAMOVAR

The Russian word samovar literally means “self-boiling.” The vessel consists of a metal container for
boiling the water and a fire-pan with a tube. Samovars appeared in Russia in the second quarter of the
18th century and, in the course of one hundred years, became an integral part of every Russian household,
restaurant, or hotel. The samovar had both a practical and an emotional function: it became a unifying
symbol for people when they gathered to have tea parties and provided the right atmosphere for friendly
conversation. Though samovars first appeared in the Urals, the production of samovars blossomed in
Tula, an old city to the south of Moscow, also famous for its armories and spice-cakes. Today Russians
still use the samovar, but mostly as an attribute of exotics and nostalgia. Though samovars are no more an
integral part of modern life in Russia, they remain a symbol of family’s warmth and cozyness, cordial get-
togethers and traditional festivities

FUR HATS

A winter hat with ear-flaps and warm covering for the back of the head can protect one against the severe
Russian cold. In the past, only peasants would wear such hats — they called them the “three-eared hats.”
In 1940, the Red Army substituted winter helmets with earflap hats, and since then the hats have become
popular among civilians, men as well as women. Most foreigners buy black and gray military hats with
faux fur, but the Russians prefer ear-flap hats of expensive natural fur: mink, nutria, muskrat, or fox.
During the Soviet times, such hats were difficult to find, and state officials would wear fur trim of quality
depending on their rank.

RUSSIAN BEAR

One of Russias’ favorite animals is the bear, a hero of many legends and fairytales. Russians tenderly give
bears the human name of Misha (sometimes adding a patronymic name out of respect — hence, Mikhail
Potapych). They also apply bear-like qualities to people; a clumsy but kind person is referred to as a
“bear.” The little bear cub was chosen to be Russia’s mascot in the 22" Olympic Games held in Moscow
in 1980. Bears live throughout Russia, and there are two main kinds: brown bears that are forest dwellers
(the bear in those areas is also nicknamed the “chief of the taiga”), and white bears that dwell in polar
areas. The popular foreign stereotypes notwithstanding, you will not see bears roaming the streets of
towns and cities. The bear has long been associated with Russia. Some western explorer discovering
Russia about six centuries ago wrote of some remote town full of bears roaming the streets, and the
barbaric Russian “medved’” firmly gripped Western’s imagination. So the Russian bear clich? stepped in
from the West, and since the 18th century it has been mainly a derogatory image of Russian emperors
(and then other Russian leaders) in Western political cartoons and caricatures. It should reflect barbarity
and aggression of Russia. But we, Russian like our bears!

TROIKA

The troika is a Russian traditional triple harness, which connects the horses to sleighs, carts, or covered
wagons. This troika ride has been recognized as the most spirited, fun, and fastest way to travel, and the
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sensations that it evokes are in tune with the Russian personality and spirit. Nikolai Gogol coined the
famous phrase: “What kind of Russian man doesn’t like a spin?” The troika has become one of the most
famous symbols of Russia, not to mention a favourite winter entertainment for tourists.

As many as 159 countries — members of
the UNO — have set up environmental protection agencies. But these are only the initial steps and they
must be carried onward to protect nature, to save life on the planet not only for the sake of the present
but also for the future generations.

What do you know about unemployment?

- Unemployment is the condition of one who is capable of working, actively seeking work, but unable to
find it. It is important to note, that to be considered unemployed a person must be an active member of the
labour force and in search of work. Statistics on unemployment collected and analyzed by government
labour offices in most countries is considered to be the chief indicator of economic health. In the United
States an unemployment rate of two percent is often cited as a "base" rate.

- What do you think about the problem of unemployment in Russia?

- The problem of the youth unemployment is one of the most important ones. The number of the

young people looking for job is constantly increasing In Russia young people are looking for job

not only for the sake of earning money, but because they want to be independent from their parents.
Moreover, job gives the young people a chance to adjust themselves to the real life of adults and stir their
ambitions.

- Is it possible for Russian school-leavers to find any job?

- Yes, it is. But unfortunately, they are able to find employment only for shorter than normal periods.
School-leavers can be part- time workers, seasonal workers, day or casual workers. In general, their job is
not welcomed. Very often preference is given to adult people. To ensure a balance of working groups in
our society the government should work out some social employment programmes.

- Is it easy to find a job for a graduate in Russia?

- It depends upon the ability of the person, his qualification and an element of luck by which he or she can
find a job. Sometimes the graduates are overqualified for the jobs offered to them. But if the person is
persistent, he will always find the job he is looking for. Unfortunately, not all the required professions are
well paid Underpayment can also be regarded as a kind of unemployment Certainly to find a job for a
student or a graduate is easier than for a school-leaver.

- Have you ever tried to apply for a job?

- No, | have not. But my friend has. And the results are not optimistic. Employees prefer to hire an
undergraduate than a school-leaver, who can sit with a baby or wash dishes in a cafe.

- What are you going to do after finishing school?
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- Unqualified jobs can be good for pupils or students. But if one wants to get a good job and reach
something in this life one must continue education. | am going to enter the University. | want to become a
journalist. Journalists are always at the forefront of the people's activity.

- Are your friends going to enter institutions of higher education?

- Some of them are going to enter universities, others are dreaming about colleges, others are intending to
work and study at one and the same time.

- What do you know about the problem of unemployment in Europe?

- In Western Europe, unemployment is by far the most important issue. When presented with the

choice of 15 different areas of concern, west European nations put unemployment either first or in the top
three. Europeans felt that unemployment was the main cause of poverty. Elsewhere in the world, people
were likely to choose lack of education as the main reason. Europeans also put great emphasis on
insufficient welfare funding. People from the former eastern bloc put slightly less emphasis on
unemployment and more on drug and alcohol abuse. These countries also tend to be more concerned
about the environment than about economic growth.

How Does a Hospital Work?

Medical students (third and fourth year usually) work in hospitals on their rotations during the
clinical years. They are responsible for things at a student level and "carry" patients, but always under the
supervision of more senior staff. They do not make independent decisions about treatment; their job is to
learn how it all works and begin figuring out what they will be applying for when the time comes.

The next step up is residency, and people in their first year of residency are called 'interns'
although they are trying to encourage the terminology of PGY-1, PGY-2, etc. (PGY stands for Post-
Graduate Year 1, 2, 3, and so on). All of these people have graduated from medical school and have their
degree, so they are doctors, but they are not yet qualified to practice independently. Interns receive their
medical license after the first year. They are much more responsible for the patients in their care, but they
still run their decisions by senior residents and/or attendings at the hospital. After you complete your
residency (3 to 5 years depending on the specialty), you are qualified both to practice and, if you choose,
to sit for the board exams in your specialty (this is what is meant by 'board-qualified physician’).
Residents get their jobs by "matching"” into them; you apply for whatever specialty you're interested in,
programs invite you to interview, and at the end of all this you make a list and they make a list and a
computer matches everyone up.

If you complete your residency and want to go on for further training to specialize, you can apply
for a fellowship and become a fellow. For example, if you did a medicine residency but wanted to
specialize in cardiology, you would apply for a cardiology fellowship. Most fellowships are one or two
years; some are longer. Fellowships, generally, do not go through a match but operate more like regular
job applications (there are exceptions). Again, greater experience, greater responsibility and
independence.

All of these people are employed directly by the teaching hospital at which they work and are, in
the aggregate, referred to as House Officers.

After all of this, if you want, you can apply for a permanent job at the hospital overseeing the
House Officers as an Attending. This is a job like any other job; you apply and they can make you an
offer.

THE DEVELOPMENTS OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY

During the first seventy years of the twentieth century many discoveries were made in the treatment
and prevention of disease. In 1901 Karl LandSteiner discovered the blood groups.
Some diseases are not caused by germs or infections but by the lack (semocrarok, HexBarka) oOf certain
substances in our food. The discovery of vitamins in 1912 was very important to provide (o6ecrneunts)
people with a properly balanced diet. In 1922 Sir Frederick Banting found that insulin was very effective
against diabetes. Penicillin was discovered in 1928 by Dr. Alexander Fleming who became the founder of
the modern science of antibiosis. Penicillin was used in hospitals to reduce infections in wounds during
the Second World War. Streptomycin and a series of anti-infection drugs were discovered after penicillin.
All these drugs are known as antibiotics.
A drug known as sulphanilamide was discovered in 1935. It became the first of the "miracle™ drags
(auymoneiictBernnoe nekapcrsa) Which gave immediate and amazing results in the treatment of many
infectious diseases including pneumonia.
During the two world wars, great advances were made in the field of plastic surgery, in which skin, bone
or muscle was taken from one part of the body and then was transplanted to a badly injured area in
another part.
Great progress was made in the prevention and treatment of cardiovascular diseases, cancer, bacterial and
viral infections, kidney disorders and other main causes of death and disability (morteps
tpymocnocobroctu). The individual of today will live longer and more healthfully than ever before.
