He was so afraid of causing pain that he gave you a huge pain-killing injection for even the smallest operation. In fact, on one occasion it was nearly six hours before my face began to feel normal. But although he never hurt me, the speed at which he worked nearly frightened me to death. His steel instruments would flash in and out of my frozen mouth so quickly that eventually I would close my eyes, and open them only when he said, 'Spit'. I asked him once why he was always in such a hurry. 'Hurry?' he replied. 'You should see my father work. He can fill three teeth in the time that I take to do one Silently I thanked God that it was the son who was my dentist, not the father.
